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Abstract. The article analyzes the formation of historical memory among the
youth of Kazakhstan under the conditions of competing official, academic, and
alternative narratives. The empirical basis is a large-scale sociological survey of young
people (January-February 2024, N=1970), ensuring representativeness by gender, age,
language, and education level. The results revealed three main challenges: the gap
between high interest in the past and the superficial acquisition of knowledge; symbolic
fragmentation along linguistic, regional, and ethnocultural lines; and differences in
satisfaction with the official narrative, most evident at the regional level. The scientific
novelty lies in emphasizing the «participatory turn» and the dialogical model of
memory, where youth act as subjects of historical dialogue. This approach is proposed
as a response to the identified challenges and allows for the integration of the macro-
level (education and institutional frameworks) and the micro-level (digital formats and
local initiatives), reducing the risks of fragmentation. The practical significance of
the study is related to the justification of a transition to a dialogical memory policy,
which opens new opportunities for public history and the engagement of the digital
generation.

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Abstract. The article analyses external and internal migration to cities,
problems of migrants’ adaptation and acculturation as well as social risks
associated with there processes. On the basis of modern theories of segmented
assimilation, radicalisation and migrant enclaves and the results of the authors’
fieldwork in cities on post-soviet space several possible models of migrants’
adaptation with different risks levels were identified. Part of the second and
third generation of migrants in West European cities feel discrimination and
alienation from cultural mainstream of a host society living in migrant enclaves
whose residents are stigmatised. Risks of counter-cultures and radicalisation
in such conditions are high. The same problems are typical for the cities of
mass urbanisation where the basics of urban culture are eroded and social chaos
emerges. Such examples demonstrate that social risks are common both for
external and internal migration. However, there are examples of less problematic
migrants’ integration into urban culture happening if migrants feel no systemic
discrimination and there are perspectives of vertical mobility through education
and professional achievements open for them. Preliminary results of field
research in one of the Almaty districts demonstrate that orientation to vertical
mobility is widespread among migrants and their children, that they feel
positively about the city and see their future here. In such conditions counter-
cultures can play only marginal role.

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Abstract. The article analyzes the evolution of the party systems of the
Central Asian countries in the context of the processes of political modernization
and institutional transformations. Special attention is being paid to Kazakhstan,
where significant changes have taken place in the party and political structure and
electoral mechanisms since the constitutional reform of 2022. Based on official
data from the Central Election Commissions and parliaments of the five states,
a comparison was made of the level of political competition, the dynamics of
party registration, the composition of the highest representative bodies and the
participation of citizens in elections. The analysis shows the existence of different
models of party development: from relative pluralism in Kyrgyzstan to the tightly
controlled systems of Tajikistan and Turkmenistan. Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan
occupy intermediate positions, demonstrating a combination of elements of
liberalization while maintaining the dominance of the ruling political forces. The
study reveals a decrease in electoral activity, institutional barriers for parties and
limited real political competition in most countries of the region, and also identifies
possible directions for the transformation of party systems in the context of ongoing
modernization.

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Abstract. This article offers a comparative analysis of how Central Asia is
assessed by major global actors and by regional experts themselves. Drawing on
fourteen policy reports published in 2025 by leading think tanks in the United
States (US), the European Union (EU), China, India, and the United Kingdom
(UK), as well as two expert surveys conducted by the Kazakhstan Institute for
Strategic Studies (KazISS) in 2023 and 2025, the study reveals both convergences
and divergences in strategic narratives. External assessments often frame Central
Asia as a logistical corridor, energy supplier, and zone of geopolitical contestation,
while regional experts emphasize internal vulnerabilities-such as water stress,
infrastructure fragility, and resource dependency-as key development challenges.
The study also examines indigenous analytical contributions from Central Asian
platforms which articulate a distinctive epistemological perspective on sovereignty,
diversification, and regional agency. By integrating external strategic visions with
regional perceptions, the article argues that a nuanced understanding of Central
Asia’s trajectory requires attention not only to geopolitical interests.

Introduction

Over the past two decades, Central Asia has undergone a quiet yet consequential
transformation. No longer perceived as a passive geopolitical periphery shaped by
the legacies of empire and the rivalries of global powers, the region is increasingly
asserting itself as a nexus of strategic connectivity, resource wealth, and multilateral
experimentation. The war in Ukraine, the U.S. withdrawal from Afghanistan, and
mounting economic, energy, and transport-logistical challenges have redefined the
role of Central Asia in global policy discourses. These developments have triggered
a renewed wave of engagement from both traditional and emerging external actors.

This growing interest has produced a proliferation of policy documents and stra-
tegic assessments by think tanks across the US, the EU, China, India, UK. These
external narratives often reflect geopolitical imperatives, development agendas, and
normative aspirations that may or may not align with regional priorities. At the same
time, voices from within Central Asia - scholars, policy practitioners, and strategic
institutions - have offered increasingly mature and diverse evaluations of the region’s
risks, opportunities, and long-term trajectory.

This article seeks to bridge the analytical divide between external frames and in-
ternal perspectives. It does so by systematically comparing recent assessments from
leading international think tanks published in 2025 with the findings of two rounds
of expert surveys conducted in 2023 [1] and 2025 [2] by the KazISS. By juxtapos-
ing global strategic visions with regionally grounded perceptions, the article aims
to uncover both convergences and dissonances in how Central Asia's trajectory is
understood.

The analysis proceeds in four stages. First, it examines the strategic outlooks
on Central Asia articulated by major external actors, including the US, the EU and
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selected European states, China, India, and the UK. Second, it turns to regional per-
spectives, drawing on original expert survey data to highlight evolving views on
risks, cooperation, external partnerships, and institutional design. Third, the article
identifies points of alignment and divergence between these global and local narra-
tives. Fourth, it explores how regional think tanks and scholars articulate strategic
discourses about Central Asia on their own terms. Finally, it reflects on what these in-
sights imply for the future agency of Central Asian states in a multipolar world order.

By integrating external and internal assessments, this study contributes to a more
nuanced understanding of the region’s contested strategic identity - as both an object
of geopolitical interest and a subject of regional initiative. It highlights the need to
treat Central Asia not merely as a space of competition among great powers, but as
an increasingly articulate actor in its own right, with distinct priorities and evolving
capacities for regional cooperation and global engagement.

Methodology

This article combines qualitative and survey-based methods to compare how
Central Asia is assessed by external strategic actors and regional experts. The study
draws on two main types of sources: (1) recent policy papers and strategy reports
published by leading international think tanks in 2025, and (2) original expert sur-
veys conducted in 2023 and 2025 by the KazISS.

The analysis of external perspectives is based on 14 policy papers and reports
produced in early 2025 by major think tanks from the US, EU member states, Chi-
na, India, and the UK. These institutions were selected based on their recognized
expertise in international affairs and their active engagement with Central Asian
topics. The reports cover a range of thematic areas - including connectivity and
infrastructure, energy security, critical raw materials, military balance, regional
stability, and geopolitical competition - offering a comprehensive overview of how
key global actors view the region’s current trajectory and strategic relevance.

While the documents vary in format and institutional focus, they share a com-
mon temporal frame (Q1, Q2 2025) and are comparable in terms of analytical in-
tent. Most of them were published in English, with the exception of one French-
language report; all were reviewed in their original versions. The think tanks se-
lected include the Caspian Policy Center (CPC), Atlantic Council (AC), Central
Asia-Caucasus Institute (CACI) (United States); Stiftung Wissenschaft und Politik
(SWP), Friedrich-Ebert-Stiftung (FES) (Germany); Institut francais des relations
internationals (IFRI), Institut de relations internationales et stratégiques (IRIS)
(France); Clingendael (Netherlands); International Institute for Strategic Studies
(IISS), Bloomsbury Intelligence and Security Institute (BISI), SOAS (United King-
dom); Shanghai Institutes for International Studies (SIIS) (China); and the Ananta
Centre (AC) (India).

In addition to surveys, the article incorporates original research outputs and
policy commentary produced by leading analytical institutions within Central
Asia. These include the Institute for Advanced International Studies (IAIS) (Uz-
bekistan) and the Institute for War and Peace Reporting (IWPR). The selected ma-
terials - authored by experts from Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, and Uzbekistan - offer
insight into how regional analysts assess geopolitical risks, environmental policy
innovations, and the implications of global power competition from a local stand-
point. This dimension, presented in the section Regional Epistemologies, expands
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the empirical base of the study and enables a more grounded interpretation of stra-
tegic discourses generated within the region itself.

To assess perspectives from within the region, the article draws on the results
of two structured surveys conducted by the KazISS via Google Forms. The first
survey was held from January 20 to January 26, 2023, among 39 experts who par-
ticipated in the high-level forum “Central Asia: Images of the Future.” The second
survey took place between January 22 and February 17, 2025, and involved 66
experts from Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, and Uzbekistan.
The expert pool included researchers, policy analysts, and civil society representa-
tives with recognized expertise in regional affairs.

The surveys consisted of multiple-choice and open-ended questions covering
six core domains:

- Perceived risks to regional development;

- Priority areas for intra-regional cooperation;
- Sectors with high growth potential;

- Preferred external economic partners;

- Assessment of institutional integration;

- Most likely trends for Central Asia by 2030.

Respondents were asked to select multiple items per question, allowing for a
ranked overview of dominant concerns and expectations. Comparisons across the
2023 and 2025 datasets reveal changes in expert perceptions over time, offering
insight into the evolving priorities of regional stakeholders.

Discussion and results

The article employs a thematic comparative framework. First, each group of
external assessments is analyzed on its own terms, highlighting core narratives,
strategic assumptions, and policy recommendations. Second, the internal perspec-
tive is reconstructed through expert survey data, emphasizing regional priorities,
perceived threats, and institutional preferences. Finally, the article cross-references
the two dimensions to identify key areas of convergence (e.g., shared concerns
over infrastructure and water management) and divergence (e.g., differing views on
digitalization, green transition, and the role of external actors).

By aligning discourse analysis with empirical survey data, the article seeks to
provide a more integrated understanding of how Central Asia’s future is framed,
imagined, and acted upon - both from within and without.

The US: Competing for Relevance Through Connectivity, Resources, and Sta-
bility. Recent Recent U.S. strategic assessments reflect a shift from peripheral at-
tention toward more proactive engagement in Central Asia, shaped by the U.S.
withdrawal from Afghanistan, the Russia—Ukraine war, and intensifying U.S.—
China rivalry. Across three major 2025 policy papers, Central Asia is framed as
a geostrategic corridor, a resource hub, and a fragile frontier requiring sustained
diplomatic attention.

Infrastructure Diplomacy and Strategic Reorientation. A key narrative across
U.S. analyses is the reconfiguration of Central Asia’s connectivity landscape. The
CPC promotes the “Trans-Caspian trajectory” as the backbone of a new American
regional approach, in which the Middle Corridor becomes a geopolitical alternative
to Russian and Chinese-controlled routes. This includes developing infrastructure
links between Kazakhstan, the Caspian Sea, and the South Caucasus, with the ul-
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timate aim of linking Central Asia directly to European markets [3]. Significantly,
the report proposes expanding the C5+1 diplomatic platform to include Armenia,
Azerbaijan, and Georgia - thereby integrating Central Asia and the Caucasus into a
broader regional framework under U.S. strategic influence.

Meanwhile, the AC highlights legislative and economic mechanisms to unlock
trade and investment potential, especially the repeal of the Jackson-Vanik amend-
ment, which hampers normalized trade relations with Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan.
The authors argue that this legal reform could serve as a gateway to deeper eco-
nomic engagement [4]. Both Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan are positioned as gateway
states: Kazakhstan due to its mineral wealth and logistical potential via the Mid-
dle Corridor, and Uzbekistan for its ambitions to become a regional IT hub and its
openness to WTO accession.

Critical Minerals and Economic Security. A consistent emphasis on rare earth
elements and energy security underscores the American pivot toward geoeconomic
competition. With China controlling over 85% of global rare earth processing, U.S.
policy documents advocate strategic partnerships with Kazakhstan and Uzbeki-
stan to diversify access to these essential materials. Kazakhstan is described as a
particularly promising partner due to its critical mineral reserves and willingness
to engage in multi-vector foreign policy. Uzbekistan’s reform-oriented agenda and
pursuit of a digital economy make it another anchor state in Washington’s regional
calculus.

Additionally, U.S. think tanks suggest targeted infrastructure investments to
compete with China’s Belt and Road Initiative. In particular, Washington is en-
couraged to support the development of a trans-Caspian gas pipeline from Turk-
menistan to Azerbaijan, providing a non-Russian route for Turkmen gas exports to
Europe. This reflects the growing U.S. interest in using energy corridors to reshape
Eurasian strategic alignments.

Stability, Governance, and Security Risks. In contrast to the forward-leaning
tone of the CPC and AC, the CACI presents a cautionary assessment of regional vol-
atility. Drawing on the post-2022 landscape, the report identifies multiple conflict
flashpoints - from elite fragmentation in Kazakhstan to center-periphery tensions
in Tajikistan and Uzbekistan, and inter-state border disputes between Kyrgyzstan
and Tajikistan [5]. These trends are interpreted as symptoms of deeper structural
weaknesses: weak institutions, hybrid political economies, and overdependence on
external actors, especially Russia.

However, the report also notes resilience factors, particularly in Kazakhstan
and Uzbekistan, which are seen as outliers progressing toward modern governance
and economic diversification. The revival of regional formats and increasing insti-
tutional cooperation are acknowledged as significant counterweights to internal and
external instability. Overall, the analysis paints a dual picture: Central Asia’s future
hinges on continued reform and the consolidation of regional solidarity, while its
vulnerabilities remain potent in the absence of deeper governance transformation.

Strategic Implications and Policy Recommendations. All three reports call for
a more institutionalized and multidimensional U.S. strategy in Central Asia. Key
proposals include appointing a special U.S. envoy for Central Asia and the Cau-
casus, shifting regional oversight from CENTCOM to EUCOM to align the re-
gion with the European security framework, and increasing investments in infra-
structure, energy, and education. Crucially, U.S. policy is advised to pair strategic
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ambition with respect for regional agency, acknowledging that states such as Ka-
zakhstan will maintain ties with Russia and China while still seeking diversified
partnerships.

Collectively, these assessments signal a broader shift: Central Asia is no longer
treated as a peripheral buffer but as a competitive arena shaped by connectivity,
resource flows, and geopolitical rivalry.

The EU: Strategic Intentions, Institutional Inertia, and the Quest for Relevance
in Central Asia. European engagement with Central Asia is marked by a growing
recognition of the region’s strategic relevance - both as a source of critical materials
and as a pivotal node in the global energy transition. However, as recent 2025 re-
ports from leading European think tanks show, this awareness is often tempered by
institutional caution, fragmented efforts, and competition from more agile external
actors. German, French, and Dutch perspectives reflect a common tension between
Europe’s normative aspirations and its practical limitations in Central Asia’s con-
tested geopolitical environment.

Competing for Green Energy Influence. The Gulf-China—Central Asia Tri-
angle. A central theme in Germany’s recent strategic thinking is the geopolitical
implications of Central Asia’s renewable energy transformation. According to a
January 2025 report from the SWP, the green energy sector in Kazakhstan and Uz-
bekistan is increasingly shaped by a growing alliance between China and the Gulf
States. Chinese firms provide infrastructure and capital, while Gulf actors such as
ACWA Power contribute financing and technological expertise - often in hybrid
ventures that blur geopolitical lines [6].

The report emphasizes that while Central Asian states aim to reduce depend-
ence on both Russia and China, their financial and technological gaps make them
vulnerable to external conditionalities. Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan, for instance,
have set ambitious renewable energy targets - 35% and 40% respectively - but their
implementation depends heavily on foreign investment. The EU’s visibility in this
sector remains limited, and without a significant policy shift, Europe risks losing
ground in shaping the region’s green transition.

Critical Raw Materials. Structural Barriers to Strategic Convergence. The
FES’s May 2025 report underlines the strategic potential - and chronic underper-
formance - of EU-Central Asia cooperation on critical materials. While the EU’s
Global Gateway initiative and its strategic communications stress the importance
of Central Asia for Europe’s clean energy supply chains, actual engagement has
been slow, risk-averse, and procedurally burdened [7].

Local stakeholders perceive European actors as reliable but inflexible, ham-
pered by bureaucracy, visa barriers, and weak mobility frameworks for scientists
and entrepreneurs. Meanwhile, China’s more transactional and centralized ap-
proach allows it to dominate both extraction and processing activities. The report
suggests a paradigm shift is required: from waiting for regional conditions to ma-
ture, to actively co-shaping institutional frameworks and technological ecosystems
in partnership with Central Asian states.

The Caspian as an Energy Hub. Strategic Potential, Logistical Constraints.
France’s approach, as reflected in a 2025 report by IFRI, focuses on the Caspian
Sea as a potential energy corridor for Europe. Following the EU’s decoupling from
Russian energy, Kazakhstan, Azerbaijan, and Turkmenistan have become increas-
ingly central to the European diversification agenda. However, geopolitical rival-
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ries - especially with Russia and Iran - combined with infrastructural bottlenecks
hinder the realization of a secure trans-Caspian supply chain [8].

Notably, the report underscores Kazakhstan’s role as a linchpin in both fos-
sil fuel and renewable energy strategies. The country’s partnership with German
firms to develop a hydrogen hub exemplifies emerging energy synergies. Still, high
transport costs, environmental concerns, and the classification of uranium as a haz-
ardous good complicate effort to redirect supply chains away from Russia. Without
more robust logistical and political coordination, the Caspian energy corridor re-
mains a vulnerable conduit rather than a stable hub.

Nuclear Energy and Geopolitical Balancing. Another facet of European strate-
gic interest, highlighted in a May 2025 IRIS report, is the region’s role in the global
nuclear energy renaissance. Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan are not merely uranium ex-
porters; they are attempting to move up the value chain, establishing themselves as
strategic partners in civil nuclear development. France plays a key role through part-
nerships with Kazatomprom and Navoiyuran, while Germany has invested heavily in
lithium extraction as part of its broader resource diversification efforts [9].

Yet infrastructure gaps, logistical hurdles, and dependency on Russian process-
ing facilities constrain regional autonomy. Moreover, geopolitical decisions - such
as Kazakhstan’s upcoming selection of a nuclear reactor provider - are increasingly
seen as indicators of broader strategic alignment. The EU’s involvement in support-
ing regional nuclear cooperation platforms, joint safety standards, and fuel cycle
governance could be a decisive factor in shaping this alignment.

Normative Commitments and Institutional Gaps. Beyond sectoral policies, a
broader critique of EU engagement is offered in the Clingendael Institute’s 2025
report. It acknowledges recent improvements in regional governance and security
but warns that the EU’s long-term presence is undermined by institutional asym-
metries and diplomatic underrepresentation. Most EU member states maintain em-
bassies only in Kazakhstan, with limited outreach to other republics [10].

The report recommends convening a long-overdue EU—Central Asia summit,
expanding bilateral and regional education exchanges, and aligning member-state
initiatives under a unified EU framework. It highlights green hydrogen, tourism,
and rule-of-law cooperation as sectors where the EU maintains clear comparative
advantages.

It further calls for strengthening intra-regional academic mobility and support-
ing education initiatives within Central Asia, arguing that investment not only in
elite partnerships but also in vocational and secondary education would enhance
the EU’s normative influence across generations and institutions.

The UK: Security Recalibration, Economic Disruptions, and Strategic Obser-
vations. British analytical perspectives on Central Asia, as reflected in recent 2025
reports by the 1ISS, the BISI, and the SOAS, underscore the region’s evolving stra-
tegic environment. While not presenting a unified policy agenda, these reports offer
a composite view of Central Asia as a space of recalibrated security dependencies,
contested economic alignments, and deepening Chinese influence - all observed
from a British vantage point that blends geopolitical analysis with institutional de-
tachment.

Post-Ukraine Strategic Drift. The I1ISS Military Balance 2025 offers a sober-
ing assessment of Russia’s declining capacity to project power in Central Asia.
Protracted warfare in Ukraine and the effects of Western sanctions have dimin-
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ished Moscow’s material and symbolic authority across the former Soviet periph-
ery. As a result, Central Asian states are reconfiguring their security partnerships,
increasingly engaging with Turkey and Azerbaijan, while simultaneously broaden-
ing technological cooperation with European states [11].

Though formal military links with Russia persist - such as Kazakhstan’s con-
tinued procurement of Su-30SM fighter jets - there is a visible diversification of
defense ties. For instance, the 2024 Birlestik military exercises, involving all five
Central Asian republics plus Azerbaijan and notably excluding Russia and China,
signal a growing regional inclination toward autonomous security formats. This
marks a significant departure from CSTO-dominated paradigms and points to Cen-
tral Asia’s search for post-Russian strategic pluralism.

U.S. Tariffs and the Symbolic Geopolitics of Economic Trust. The April 2025
BISI report shifts attention to trade policy, analyzing the impact of newly imposed
U.S. tariffs on Central Asian states. The imposition of 27% tariffs on Kazakh im-
ports - substantially higher than the 10% levied on other regional economies - has
had limited economic impact due to the nature of Kazakhstan’s U.S.-bound exports
(primarily oil, uranium, and ferroalloys). However, the symbolic consequences are
significant [12].

The report argues that such trade measures - irrespective of their practical ef-
fects - undermine trust in U.S. reliability as an economic partner. In a region that
already leans toward multi-vector diplomacy, the perceived volatility of American
policy may inadvertently strengthen China’s appeal as a stable, albeit more trans-
actional, alternative. The EU, meanwhile, is presented as a potential beneficiary of
this disillusionment - especially if it can offer predictability in critical raw materials
partnerships under frameworks like Global Gateway.

More broadly, BISI identifies a feedback loop: external uncertainty stimulates
internal regionalism. The report cites the growing institutionalization of Central
Asian cooperation - such as the Kyrgyz-Tajik-Uzbek border infrastructure agree-
ments - as evidence that intra-regional connectivity is being accelerated not only by
internal logic but also by disillusionment with external actors.

China’s Strategic Reengineering of Central Asia’s Energy Landscape. Com-
plementing the geopolitical and economic focus of the IISS and BISI reports, the
SOAS China Institute provides a sectoral deep dive into energy, highlighting Chi-
na’s expansive role in reshaping Central Asia’s energy future - particularly in Uz-
bekistan. The study reveals how Chinese companies now constitute 20% of all
foreign enterprises in the country and are central to gas infrastructure projects that
redirect energy flows eastward, further marginalizing Russia’s historic role as a
transit hub [13].

The report details how Chinese investment is not only altering physical in-
frastructure, but also recalibrating elite preferences. Uzbekistan’s leadership now
views Chinese partnerships as more predictable and less politicized than Russian
alternatives - exemplified by past pricing disputes with LUKOIL. However, the au-
thors warn of trade-offs: while Chinese-backed pipelines increase export revenues,
they also risk exacerbating domestic energy shortages, particularly during winter,
with significant social consequences.

Simultaneously, China is expanding its footprint in Uzbekistan’s green energy
sector, financing solar and wind projects that offer both environmental and strate-
gic benefits. Yet the socio-economic impact of these projects remains limited. The
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report cautions that without accompanying industrial policy or employment strate-
gies, green energy cooperation risks becoming an elite-driven vector of depend-
ence, rather than a lever of sustainable development.

Strategic Takeaways and British Implications. The British analytical perspec-
tive highlights three main trends. First, regional security is gradually decoupling
from Russian strategic patronage, with consequences for NATO and EU defense
planning across Eurasia. Second, Western economic credibility depends not only
on investment volumes but also on policy consistency-gaps in predictability create
openings for China. Third, Central Asia’s energy transition represents both geopo-
litical realignment and a domestic social challenge that could deepen inequalities
if poorly managed.

China and India: Strategic Convergence and Competitive Caution in Central
Asia. The 2025 reports by the SIIS and the AC offer complementary yet contrasting
insights into how Asia’s two most prominent powers, China and India, conceptual-
ize and act upon their interests in Central Asia [14]. While China is portrayed as a
deeply embedded strategic actor seeking long-term institutional integration, India
positions itself as a cautious and normative alternative - aspiring to relevance but
limited by structural constraints.

China: From Security Stabilizer to Regional Architect. The SIIS report presents
China’s current posture in Central Asia as a maturing phase of what it terms “pe-
ripheral security management”. According to this view, the region has witnessed
growing political predictability since 2023, underpinned by domestic reforms in
Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan, progress in border demarcation between Kyrgyzstan
and Tajikistan, and declining popular unrest post-COVID. From Beijing’s perspec-
tive, such trends reduce the likelihood of violent state failure and improve the op-
erational environment for Chinese infrastructure, trade, and investment.

China’s approach is framed as defensive but increasingly assertive. While early
engagement focused on stabilizing Xinjiang’s periphery and avoiding the spillover
of terrorism, the report acknowledges a shift toward regional institution-building
and strategic agenda-setting. Initiatives like the Belt and Road have not only deep-
ened China’s economic footprint but also created friction points: public backlash in
Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan over land use, labor practices, and opaque deals reveal
a growing “social fatigue” with Chinese expansionism - even as elites continue to
view China as a vital partner.

Key vulnerabilities are identified in two domains: Afghanistan and transbound-
ary water disputes. The instability emanating from Afghanistan, especially the po-
tential infiltration of extremist fighters with battlefield experience, remains China’s
principal regional security concern. Water scarcity, worsened by climate change
and unresolved upstream-downstream tensions, is seen as a latent conflict trigger
that could destabilize China’s western periphery if unmediated.

Yet the report also points to a paradox: while China gains influence as Russia de-
clines and Western actors hesitate, it faces diminishing marginal returns. Increasing
strategic rivalry in the region - with the U.S., EU, Turkey, and Gulf States expanding
their presence - requires China to balance assertiveness with restraint. Infrastructure
investments that once seemed purely economic now operate within a contested geo-
political matrix, demanding adaptive governance and softer diplomacy.

India: The Distant Balancer with Normative Appeal. India’s analytical narra-
tive, as presented by the AC, positions New Delhi as a latecomer in Central Asia
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with distinct strategic appeal - but persistent limitations. India is portrayed as a
“non-threatening partner” that offers an alternative to Chinese and Russian domi-
nance by avoiding coercive diplomacy or extractive investment models. This nor-
mative advantage is reinforced by the absence of territorial disputes and India’s
rhetorical commitment to sovereign development and connectivity [15].

India’s Central Asia policy is historically shaped by two vectors: the desire to
counter China’s westward expansion and to mitigate the strategic effects of Paki-
stan’s influence in Afghanistan. However, the lack of direct land connectivity, de-
layed infrastructure projects like Chabahar Port, and limited institutional presence
have curtailed India’s ability to project power or deepen trade.

The report frames China’s dominance as structural but fragile. It traces how
Beijing’s shift from bilateral security cooperation to direct regional leadership -
symbolized by the 2023 Xi’an “C+C5” summit and $3.7 billion in new aid commit-
ments - has altered regional dynamics. While effective in the short term, China’s
strategy also creates political liabilities: from growing dependency risks for Central
Asian states to rising anti-China sentiments that democratic actors like India can
potentially leverage.

In contrast, India’s influence in the security domain remains minimal, though
it has cautiously expanded soft power initiatives - academic exchanges, IT partner-
ships, and cultural diplomacy. Without major economic leverage or military pres-
ence, New Delhi remains an observer of geopolitical realignments rather than a
central actor. Still, its image as a democratic and pluralistic state, together with its
rising global stature through the G20 and BRICS, allows India to claim moral capi-
tal in regional diplomacy.

Strategic Convergence and Divergence. China and India offer contrasting mod-
els for Central Asia’s external engagement. China aims to set rules, expand corri-
dors, and institutionalize its regional leadership, relying on large-scale infrastruc-
ture, energy projects, and material leverage. India emphasizes multipolarity and
strategic autonomy-an approach that resonates with regional preferences but is con-
strained by limited connectivity and resources.

These differences imply a dual trajectory: China will remain the dominant ac-
tor in the short and medium term, while India’s strategic relevance may grow only
gradually, as Central Asian states continue seeking a more balanced and diversified
external alignment.

Regional expert assessments. In addition to external strategic visions, perspec-
tives from within Central Asia shed light on the region’s evolving self-perceptions.
Two expert surveys conducted by KazISS - from 20 to 26 January 2023 (39 re-
spondents) and from 20 January to 17 February 2025 (66 respondents) - provide a
comparative overview of key findings, capturing shifts in perceived risks, coop-
eration priorities, preferred external partners, and long-term regional expectations.

Heightened Concern over Resource Vulnerabilities. Between 2023 and 2025,
the most pronounced shift in expert opinion concerns the growing importance of
material and environmental risks. The share of respondents citing “resource deficit”
as a key threat to regional development increased from 64.1% to 74.2%, reflecting
the rising salience of water scarcity, energy insecurity, and climate-induced stress.
Concerns over “dependency on raw materials and energy exports” also rose from
38.5% to 45.5%, signaling deeper awareness of structural economic constraints.

Meanwhile, the perceived threat of “external actors growing influence” declined
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(53.8% to 45.5%), suggesting either greater acceptance of multi-vector engagement
or increasing confidence in regional autonomy. Notably, risks tied to “low human
capital quality” (56.4% to 34.8%) and “socioeconomic conditions” (51.3% to 42.4%)
saw a substantial decrease, perhaps due to modest improvements in governance and
education, especially in Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan.

Enduring Foundations of Regional Cooperation. Core areas of cooperation have
remained stable. Nearly identical majorities in 2023 and 2025 (79.5% and 81.8%)
prioritized coordination in water and energy management, underscoring the is-
sue’s centrality to both security and development. Similarly, regional connectiv-
ity through transport corridors retained top priority (79.5% in 2023 and 71.2% in
2025), affirming the long-term relevance of infrastructure diplomacy.

At the same time, support grew for “joint industrial production” (33.3% to
45.5%) and “scientific-educational programs” (38.5% to 43.9%). This points to a
strategic pivot from raw material dependency toward added value production and
knowledge-based cooperation. Interest in tourism, agriculture, and human devel-
opment declined slightly, possibly due to shifting expectations amid growing geo-
political uncertainty.

Preferred Growth Sectors: Infrastructure Over Innovation? When asked about
future growth sectors, regional experts reaffirmed infrastructure as the leading en-
gine of development, with support increasing from 69.2% to 74.2%. This emphasis
aligns with broader global trends portraying Central Asia as a future transit hub.
Yet, confidence in technological sectors appeared to wane: support for “digital fi-
nance” dropped sharply (46.2% to 25.8%), and for “green technologies” (61.5% to
43.9%). These shifts may reflect the gap between strategic rhetoric and operational
capacity in the digital and green domains.

Shifting Geo-economic Preferences: China's Ascent, Turkey’s Retreat. Be-
tween 2023 and 2025, regional perceptions of external partners shifted meaning-
fully. China strengthened its lead as the most important partner (84.6% to 92.4%),
followed by notable gains for Russia (66.7% to 75.8%) and the EU (64.1% to 72.7%)).
The US also gained slightly (46.2% to 51.5%), despite simultaneous concerns over
policy inconsistency.

In contrast, Turkey’s ranking fell sharply (71.8% to 48.5%), potentially indicat-
ing a recalibration of expectations around Ankara’s regional role. India’s rating de-
clined even more steeply (41.0% to 24.2%), suggesting that normative appeal alone
has not translated into strategic trust or economic presence.

Institutional Preferences: From Grand Designs to Sectoral Pragmatism. Assess-
ments of regional institutionalization also evolved. In 2023, a slim majority (51.3%)
advocated for the creation of a formal Central Asian organization. By 2025, support
for this idea had dropped to 36.4%, while the share favoring sectoral institutionali-
zation increased from 35.9% to 53.0%. This shift indicates a growing preference
for flexible, functional cooperation mechanisms rather than comprehensive bureau-
cratic structures. Existing institutions were not widely seen as sufficient (only 7.6%
in 2025 viewed them as adequate), nor were they seen as duplicative (1.5%).

Long-Term Outlook: Strategic Optimism with Structural Caution. When asked
to project regional trends to 2030, experts expressed moderate optimism. The most
widely expected developments were as following:

On the risk side, the intensification of competition for water emerged as a grow-
ing concern (41.0% to 54.5%), reflecting anxieties over environmental stress and
resource-sharing. In contrast, expectations of political conflict within the region
fell substantially (41.0% to 18.2%), perhaps indicating greater confidence in diplo-
matic maturity and crisis prevention mechanisms.

Overall, the 2025 survey suggests a region that is more confident, more prag-
matic, and more committed to pursuing autonomous development through selec-
tive cooperation - yet still constrained by structural dependencies, regional asym-
metries, and external volatility.

Convergences and Dissonances: Global Narratives vs. Regional Priorities.
The juxtaposition of global policy frames and internal expert assessments reveals
both strategic alignments and critical mismatches. While certain thematic areas-
such as infrastructure, resource governance, and connectivity-command broad
consensus, others exhibit notable divergences. These gaps reflect differences in in-
stitutional priorities, risk perceptions, and geopolitical positioning between exter-
nal actors and regional stakeholders.

Shared Priorities: Connectivity, Water-Energy Nexus, and Geo-economic Rel-
evance. A strong area of convergence lies in the emphasis on connectivity and in-
frastructure development. Both external think tanks and regional experts identify
transport corridors-particularly the Middle Corridor and trans-Caspian routes-as
foundational to Central Asia’s regional integration and economic diversification.
For example, U.S. policy reports highlight Kazakhstan’s role as a logistics hub link-
ing Asia to Europe, while 74.2% of regional experts in 2025 cite infrastructure as
the leading growth sector.

Similarly, water and energy cooperation appears as a shared concern. German
and French think tanks (SWP, IFRI) stress the region’s green energy potential and
its importance to global energy transitions, while over 80% of Central Asian ex-
perts identify water-energy coordination as the top priority for regional coopera-
tion in both 2023 and 2025. Climate-related risks and transboundary resource gov-
ernance are thus recognized across scales.

Finally, there is broad agreement on the region’s growing geo-economic signifi-
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cance. External actors-especially from the EU, China, and the U.S.-increasingly
see Central Asia as a strategic node in global supply chains, particularly for critical
minerals and energy. This corresponds to expert views within the region, where
China (92.4%), the EU (72.7%), and Russia (75.8%) are ranked among the most im-
portant partners, underscoring the region’s entanglement in multipolar competition
for economic access.

Divergent Threat Perceptions: From Human Capital to Strategic Rivalry. De-
spite these areas of alignment, notable discrepancies emerge in threat perception
and sectoral focus. Western reports-particularly from the U.S. and U.K.-tend to
emphasize external threats such as Russian destabilization or Chinese economic
dominance. In contrast, regional experts are increasingly concerned with resource-
related and structural vulnerabilities. Between 2023 and 2025, “resource deficit”
rose from 64.1% to 74.2% as the top perceived risk, whereas fears of “external in-
fluence” declined (53.8% to 45.5%).

This suggests a regional recalibration: rather than viewing global rivalry as the
primary destabilizer, Central Asian experts focus on internal and environmental
pressures, including the intensifying water crisis and infrastructure fragility. Like-
wise, while Western actors prioritize democratization, human rights, and digital
finance as key leverage points, regional experts appear more cautious-support for
digital finance as a growth sector fell sharply (46.2% to 25.8%) between 2023 and
2025, and the importance of human capital declined in the risk matrix.

Green Ambitions vs. Technological Pragmatism. Another divergence lies in the
green transition narrative. EU strategies (e.g., SWP, FES, Clingendael) frame Cen-
tral Asia as a vital partner in Europe’s decarbonization agenda, especially for green
hydrogen and renewables. Yet enthusiasm for green technologies among regional
experts declined from 61.5% in 2023 to 43.9% in 2025. While this may reflect con-
cerns over feasibility, cost, and domestic capacity, it also highlights a mismatch
between European normative agendas and regional absorptive realities.

Similarly, external advocacy for digitalization-especially in U.S. and Indian
discourses-is not fully mirrored within the region. Interest in digital finance and
information technologies has stagnated or declined in the expert surveys, suggest-
ing either implementation fatigue or skepticism regarding short-term developmen-
tal gains from tech-oriented initiatives.

Strategic Preferences and Realignments. In terms of partnerships, the surveys
show that China, Russia, and the EU are consolidating their positions, while India
and Turkey are losing ground. This does not necessarily contradict external as-
sessments but complicates them. While Indian analysis projects strategic ambition,
regional experts downgraded India’s relevance by nearly half from 2023 to 2025
(41.0% to 24.2%). Turkey’s drop (71.8% to 48.5%) similarly challenges Ankara’s
aspirations for Turkic leadership via the Organization of Turkic States.

Moreover, the symbolic gap between American strategic rhetoric and its eco-
nomic unpredictability, as emphasized in BISI’s 2025 report on U.S. tariffs, finds
resonance in regional skepticism. While U.S. favorability rose modestly (46.2%
to 51.5%), it still lags behind other actors-a result reflecting reputational volatility
more than hard economic impact.

Institutional Futures: Functionalism over Formalism. Finally, in the domain of
institutional design, internal assessments show a shift from structural ambition to
functional pragmatism. Whereas in 2023 a majority of experts called for a new re-
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gional organization, by 2025 most favored sector-specific institutionalization. This
matches external observations (e.g., Clingendael, IRIS) that highlight the need for
flexible, adaptive mechanisms of coordination-rather than formalistic architectures
modeled on EU or CIS-style integration.

This regional pragmatism may also explain why many global actors now pro-
pose modular, issue-based cooperation formats (e.g., “C5+1” platforms, green en-
ergy task forces, transport corridors), which align more closely with the region’s
institutional preferences.

Regional Epistemologies: How Central Asian Experts Theorize Their Own
Geopolitical Landscape. In contrast to foreign think tanks that often interpret
Central Asia through frameworks rooted in great-power rivalry, regional analysts
- publishing through platforms such as CABAR.asia, the IWPR, and Uzbekistan’s
IAIS - increasingly articulate indigenous epistemologies that foreground asym-
metrical dependencies, internal fragilities, and opportunities for recalibration in a
volatile global order.

The Ukrainian Crisis and the Geopolitical Reordering of Central Asia. Ana-
lyst from Tajikistan writing for CABAR .asia, argues that the erosion of Russia’s
geopolitical primacy following the war in Ukraine has generated not emancipation
but “geopolitical indeterminacy” - an environment marked by fragmented partner-
ships and incoherent strategic offers from external actors including China, the EU,
the U.S., and Tiirkiye. He stresses that current multilateral formats such as C5+1
and the China—Central Asia summits remain externally driven and ultimately re-
produce asymmetrical dependencies. Azizi calls for internally rooted security ar-
chitecture, cautioning that diversification without coordination risks entrenching
vulnerability under new forms of influence [16].

Radicalization Risks: Foreign Fighters and Repatriation Gaps. A 2025 IWPR
article analyzes the threat posed by approximately 300—-500 Central Asian fighters
still embedded with Hayat Tahrir al-Sham (HTS) in Syria [17]. The report notes
that while Kazakhstan’s Zhusan and Uzbekistan’s Mehr repatriation programs rep-
resent positive models, most regional states lack systematic approaches to reinte-
gration or deradicalization. Experts stress that absent social reintegration policies,
exclusion may revive dormant networks.

Debt-for-Nature Swaps and Fiscal Green Sovereignty. A Kyrgyz expert contrib-
uting to CABAR .asia discusses the region’s potential use of debt-for-nature swaps
as tools of “fiscal green sovereignty” [18]. While acknowledging structural limi-
tations - including institutional fragility and poor donor coordination - the article
argues that such mechanisms could reconcile debt relief with environmental priori-
ties, offering an alternative to extractive growth strategies.

China’s Reform Agenda and Strategic Spillovers. In a policy brief from the
IAIS in Uzbekistan, Uzbek expert links the outcomes of the Chinese Commu-
nist Party’s Third Plenum to a recalibration in Beijing’s regional engagement. He
observes a shift from symbolic mega-projects to economically sustainable initia-
tives focused on logistics, renewable energy, and agribusiness. However, Bobok-
honov also warns that unless Central Asian states cultivate balancing mechanisms
- through partnerships with the EU, Gulf states, or India - they risk being structur-
ally absorbed into China’s long-term development blueprint [19].
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Conclusion

The comparative analysis of external strategic discourses and internal expert
perspectives on Central Asia reveals a region that is simultaneously shaped by-and
actively shaping-its geopolitical environment. International actors increasingly re-
gard Central Asia not merely as a peripheral zone, but as a critical transit corridor, a
supplier of strategic resources, and a potential partner in energy and climate transi-
tions. U.S. documents emphasize connectivity, energy independence, and govern-
ance reform; European assessments stress critical raw materials and green diplo-
macy; while China and India project competing development models grounded in
infrastructure, institutional engagement, and normative appeal.

Yet the juxtaposition with regional assessments exposes key dissonances. Cen-
tral Asian experts place greater weight on structural vulnerabilities-particularly
water stress, energy insecurity, and economic overdependence-than on external ge-
opolitical rivalry. Moreover, their preferences suggest a move away from compre-
hensive institutional designs toward sector-specific, functional cooperation. Survey
results indicate growing confidence in regional agency, yet this confidence remains
constrained by uneven capacity, fragmented institutionalization, and asymmetric
partnerships.

Importantly, the regional epistemologies emerging from platforms such as
CABAR.asia and TAIS highlight a distinct intellectual trajectory-one that prob-
lematizes dependency, advocates recalibration, and situates Central Asia as a space
of both contestation and innovation. These voices underline that the region's future
cannot be fully understood through external frameworks alone. Rather, it must be
analyzed as an evolving actor with its own strategies, constraints, and visions of
regional order.

Taken together, this study underscores the importance of integrating external
analyses with endogenous perspectives. For policymakers, scholars, and multilat-
eral actors, the message is clear: engaging Central Asia effectively requires not only
strategic ambition but contextual sensitivity. A sustainable regional architecture
must align with the region’s internal priorities, developmental asymmetries, and
emerging epistemologies-treating Central Asia not as a passive object of strategy,
but as a complex and capable subject of global and regional transformation.
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Abstract. This article examines how American social cycles and generational
archetypes shape U.S. foreign-policy behavior toward China during Donald Trump’s
second presidency (2025-2029). Drawing on Strauss—Howe generational cycle
theory and Zhang & Chen’s dual-cycle framework, the study situates the 2025-2029
period within a late-stage Crisis turning characterized by Prophet-led leadership.
Addressing a gap in international-relations scholarship, the article integrates
sociocultural generational analysis into projections of U.S.—China relations,
complementing structural approaches to great-power rivalry. Methodologically, the
study operationalizes generational archetypes, turnings, and leadership succession
patterns to assess strategic orientations under Trump’s anticipated second term,
treating this presidency as a critical inflection point in American social and political
cycles. The findings indicate that generational cohorts function as mediating
variables between systemic pressures and elite decision-making. Boomer “Prophet”
leadership intensifies crisis-driven confrontation, while emerging Generation X
and Millennial cohorts introduce alternative preferences for pragmatic stabilization
or managed competitive coexistence. Building on projections derived from the
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2025-2029 period, the article outlines three post-presidency scenario pathways for
U.S.—China relations — post-crisis stabilization, structured strategic co-opetition,
and sustained ideological rivalry. The study contributes a generationally informed
framework for projecting U.S.—China relations under a second Trump presidency
and highlights how domestic social cycles influence the longer-term trajectory of
American grand strategy.

Introduction

The strategic relationship between the United States and China has become
a central focus of contemporary international relations scholarship. A substantial
body of research analyzes this rivalry through structural and systemic approach-
es, including power transition theory [1], the Thucydides Trap framework [2], and
broader studies of strategic competition such as Friedberg [3], which conceptual-
ize U.S.—China rivalry as a long-term structural contest shaped by shifts in pow-
er, ideology, and regional influence. These works emphasize material capabilities,
geopolitical incentives, and international system dynamics as primary drivers of
U.S.—China interactions.

Alongside these analyses, scholars have highlighted the role of cyclical politi-
cal change and long-term patterns in shaping foreign policy. Studies of political-
institutional cycles such as Doran [4] and examinations of recurring geopolitical
realignments, including Mead [5], suggest that states may follow periodic shifts in
strategic orientation grounded in domestic political rhythms. Yet, despite the ana-
lytical depth of these approaches, they seldom address how generational change
influences foreign-policy preferences and leadership behavior.

In sociological research, generational analysis has been explored more fully.
Foundational works on cohort theory provide methodological grounding for study-
ing long-term social change, while contemporary analyses have expanded these
ideas. Of particular relevance, Strauss—Howe generational cycle theory offers a
conceptual framework linking generational “turnings” to recurring patterns in
public expectations, political mobilization, and leadership styles. Although the
theory has been critiqued for determinism and limited empirical verification — as
highlighted in Van Twist & Newcombe [6] — it nevertheless provides a structured
lens for analyzing intergenerational differences in elite behavior.

Recent scholarship has begun to explore how generational dynamics intersect
with U.S. foreign policy. Notably, Zhang & Chen [7] develop a dual-cycle frame-
work that integrates Strauss—Howe generational cycles with broader political-in-
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stitutional shifts in American governance. Their model suggests that generation-
al turnover may be linked to changes in strategic posture, leadership succession
patterns, policy priorities, and the perceived role of the United States in global
order-building. Building on these contributions, this article employs several key
concepts in a specific way. “Generational archetypes” refer to the ideal-typical
Strauss—Howe patterns (Prophet, Nomad, Hero, Artist) that shape characteristic
leadership styles and strategic preferences [6]. “Generational turnings” denote the
macro-societal phases (High, Awakening, Unraveling, Crisis) that structure politi-
cal incentives and public expectations [6]. The term “Gray Champion” is used to
describe an elder Prophet leader who emerges during a Crisis turning to define its
direction [6]. “Strategic co-opetition” is understood here as a mode of U.S.—China
interaction in which sustained geopolitical rivalry coexists with selective, insti-
tutionalized cooperation in areas of mutual benefit, consistent with proposals for
“competition without catastrophe” [8]. “Scenario analysis” refers to a structured
method for constructing multiple plausible long-term trajectories under uncertain-
ty, drawing on established approaches in strategic planning [9; 10]. “Cohort theory”
conceptualizes cohorts as analytically identifiable groups shaped by shared forma-
tive experiences, producing distinct behavioral patterns over time [11].

This article addresses the remaining gap in international-relations scholarship
by examining how generational turnings and leadership archetypes shape U.S. for-
eign policy toward China from 2025 to 2040. The analysis considers both the im-
mediate implications of Donald Trump’s second presidency (2025-2029) and the
projected effects of subsequent transitions to Generation X and Millennial leader-
ship during the 2030s. The scenario model begins with a baseline assumption of
Donald Trump’s second presidency (2025-2029), which functions as the closing
stage of the Prophet-led crisis within the Strauss—Howe cycle.

The purpose of this study is to assess how generational cycles influence U.S.—
China relations during the 2025-2040 period and to develop scenario-based fore-
casts grounded in generational analysis. To achieve this objective, the article:

(I) evaluates the applicability and limitations of generational cycle theory for
international relations;

(2) operationalizes generational archetypes as analytical variables for foreign-
policy analysis;

(3) examines the leadership orientations of U.S. presidential cohorts from
2016 through the 2030s;

(4) constructs three long-term scenarios for U.S.—China relations based on
generational dynamics and systemic strategic rivalry.

This generational approach offers an additional conceptual tool for understand-
ing the domestic determinants of great-power competition and for evaluating how
sociopolitical cycles may shape the future architecture of U.S.—China relations.

Methodology and Research Methods

This study employs a mixed methodological approach combining generational
cycle theory, cohort analysis, and scenario-based strategic forecasting. The meth-
odology integrates sociological, political, and international-relations frameworks
to explain how generational turnover may influence U.S. foreign-policy behavior
toward China from 2025 to 2040. The research design responds directly to the gaps
identified in the Introduction, particularly the limited incorporation of generational
dynamics into analyses of great-power rivalry.
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Theoretical Framework

Traditional interpretations of U.S.—China rivalry rely primarily on structural
theories of international relations. Power transition theory [1], the Thucydides Trap
framework [2], and strategic competition analyses such as conceptualize great-
power rivalry as a function of shifts in material capabilities, systemic pressures,
and geopolitical incentives [3]. These approaches form the structural foundation
against which this study introduces generational variables.

The primary analytical lens of the research is the Strauss—Howe generational
cycle theory, which conceptualizes U.S. history as a recurring sequence of genera-
tional “turnings” shaped by sequential cohorts with distinct behavioral profiles.
Although originally developed as a sociocultural theory rather than a political one,
its structured model of archetypal cohorts offers analytical value for understanding
leadership orientations and foreign-policy tendencies. To ensure methodological
rigor, the study incorporates established critiques of the framework, particularly
concerning determinism and limited empirical verification, as noted by Van Twist
& Newcombe [6].

The theoretical foundation is strengthened through integration of classical co-
hort theory, particularly the work of Ryder [11], which defines cohorts as analyti-
cally identifiable groups shaped by shared historical experiences. Ryder’s concep-
tualization provides methodological justification for treating political generations
as coherent units of analysis and supports the operationalization of generational
variables in this study.

The research also draws upon the dual-cycle model developed by Chinese
scholars Chen & Zhang [7], which links American generational succession to ideo-
logical and institutional cycles. Their approach suggests that generational turnover
affects not only domestic political rhythms but also strategic orientations in U.S.
foreign policy. This framework provides theoretical grounding for analyzing how
generational dynamics intersect with great-power rivalry.

We recognize the limitations of such a grand theory and consider Strauss—
Howe to be only a heuristic lens complementing structural IR theories (realism,
constructivism), rather than a predictive model. We acknowledge that it has gained
particular popularity in conservative circles (e.g., Bannon’s “Fourth Turning” rhet-
oric associated with Trumpism (Kaiser, 2016)), and that it can be used to justify
crisis exploitation or authoritarian tendencies (“crisis demands strong leaders”).
Liberal critics regard it as fatalistic and discouraging of progressive change. The
theory is strongly deterministic, as it posits that history follows inevitable cycles,
thereby downplaying individual agency, random events, or structural forces (such
as globalization or climate change). It is also explicitly Anglo-American in its ex-
planatory scope, rooted in Puritan history and U.S. exceptionalism. Strauss and
Howe themselves note that its applicability beyond the United States is limited.

Empirical Foundation

In addition to theoretical foundations, the study incorporates empirical evidence
on generational differences in American foreign-policy attitudes. Survey data from
the Pew Research Center [13] demonstrate that younger cohorts — particularly
Millennials and Generation Z — perceive China as a competitor but express signif-
icantly higher support for selective cooperation and multilateral engagement than
older generations. These empirical patterns reinforce the analytical relevance of
generational variables and justify their inclusion in scenario-based forecasting.
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Operationalization of Key Concepts

To transform generational theory into an analytical tool appropriate for interna-
tional relations, the study operationalizes three core concepts:

(a) Generational Archetypes

Each cohort (Prophet, Nomad, Hero, Artist) is defined according to its forma-
tive context, leadership style, and behavioral tendencies. These archetypal char-
acteristics are treated as independent variables influencing foreign-policy prefer-
ences, including attitudes toward risk, multilateralism, crisis escalation, and insti-
tutional cooperation.

(b) Turnings

Turnings (e.g., Fourth Turning, First Turning) are operationalized as macro-
political environments that shape elite incentives and public expectations. This ap-
proach corresponds to the logic of long-cycle theories such as Modelski [12], which
interpret systemic geopolitical shifts through recurring temporal patterns.

(c) Leadership Generations

Presidential administrations and dominant political elites are categorized ac-
cording to their generational cohort. Aligning leadership generation with turning-
cycle context enables structured comparison of expected foreign-policy tendencies.

Research Design and Analytical Logic

The methodological structure consists of three sequential components:

Step 1: Generational Mapping (2016—2040)

Using cohort theory and Strauss—Howe turnings, the study maps the genera-
tional positions of U.S. leaders from 2016 through 2040. This mapping identifies
expected transitions between Boomer, Generation X, and Millennial leadership
and establishes the temporal basis for scenario analysis.

Step 2: Linking Generational Variables to Foreign-Policy Behavior

Drawing on psychological and political-behavioral literature—including Mead
[5] and Doran [4] — the analysis identifies pathways through which generational
differences shape strategic tendencies. These pathways include variations in ideo-
logical framing, crisis management approaches, risk tolerance, and preferences for
unilateral versus multilateral engagement.

Step 3: Scenario-Based Forecasting

The study employs a structured scenario methodology inspired by Schoemaker
[9] and Bradfield et al. [10], widely used in long-range strategic analysis. Variables
used for constructing scenarios include:

— leadership generation;

— turning phase (e.g., Fourth Turning vs. First Turning);

— systemic rivalry intensity;

— domestic political polarization;

— institutional resilience.

Scenarios are not deterministic predictions but analytically plausible trajecto-
ries grounded in generational and structural conditions. This approach aligns with
the forecasting principles outlined in the National Intelligence Council’s Global
Trends 2040 report [14].

Limitations of the Methodology

To ensure academic transparency, the study identifies several methodological
constraints:

1. Generational theory's limited empirical verification, particularly regarding
its predictive precision.
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2. Difficulty of isolating generational effects from structural or material driv-
ers of foreign-policy behavior.

3. Inherent uncertainty of long-term strategic forecasting, especially in con-
texts involving great-power rivalry.

These limitations do not diminish the heuristic value of the approach but under-
score its exploratory nature. The aim is not deterministic prediction but conceptual
clarification of how generational dynamics may shape long-term strategic trends in
U.S.—China relations.

Results

This section presents the analytical results of the study, following the meth-
odological structure discussed above. The findings demonstrate how generational
turnover interacts with structural great-power dynamics to shape plausible trajecto-
ries of U.S.—China relations from 2025 to 2040. The results are organized into five
components: (1) generational mapping of U.S. leadership; (2) archetypal foreign-
policy tendencies; (3) generational profiles of recent U.S. leaders; (4) generational
mechanisms influencing strategic behavior; and (5) scenario outcomes.

1. Generational Mapping of U.S. Political Leadership (2016—2040)

The first stage of analysis identifies the generational composition of U.S. lead-
ership across the period under study. The results confirm the following sequence:

(1) Boomer (Prophet) leadership, 20162029

The Boomer cohort exhibits crisis-oriented and ideologically framed foreign-
policy behavior, consistent with Fourth Turning dynamics. Such patterns align with
confrontation-driven strategic competition observed during heightened U.S.—Chi-
na tensions in the late 2010s and early 2020s.

(2) Generation X (Nomad) leadership, expected 20292037

The expected rise of Generation X leaders corresponds to a shift toward prag-
matic, transactional, and risk-managed competition. This is consistent with find-
ings from strategic-behavior research and observed Gen-X leadership styles in U.S.
domestic politics.

(3) Millennial (Hero) leadership, expected 2037-2045

Millennials display civic and institution-building tendencies, implying poten-
tial stabilization and partial renewal of multilateral engagements. Surveys analyzed
earlier (Pew [13]) show they exhibit lower hostility toward China and higher sup-
port for institutional cooperation.

This mapping provides the temporal foundation for scenario construction.

2. Generational Archetypes and Foreign-Policy Tendencies

Operationalizing Strauss—Howe generations reveals consistent archetypal pref-
erences:

(@) Prophet (Boomer)

—ideological framing of rivalry;

— preference for unilateral action;

— greater likelihood of crisis escalation;

— skepticism toward institutional constraints.

(b) Nomad (Generation X)

— transactional, flexible approaches;

— tactical cooperation balanced with competitive posturing;

— preference for short- to medium-term strategic solutions;

— moderated ideological content.
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(¢) Hero (Millennial)

— emphasis on institutional mechanisms;

— support for multilateral and cooperative initiatives;

— long-term stabilization focus;

— willingness to compartmentalize confrontation and cooperation.

These tendencies form the basis for forecasting long-term foreign-policy be-
havior.

3. Generational Profiles of Recent U.S. Leaders

To illustrate how generational archetypes manifest in concrete foreign-policy
choices, this section briefly examines four prominent U.S. leaders of recent dec-
ades: Donald Trump, Joe Biden, Barack Obama, and J. D. Vance. Their leadership
styles and China policies provide empirical examples of Prophet, Artist, Nomad,
and emerging Hero archetypes within the Strauss—Howe framework.

Donald Trump (Baby Boomer — Prophet). Donald Trump, born in 1946, ex-
emplifies the Prophet archetype. His presidency (2017-2021, and hypothetically
2025-2029 in this study’s forecasting horizon) translated generational traits—mor-
alistic framing, confrontation with perceived threats, and willingness to challenge
established norms — into a sharply adversarial China policy. Trump abandoned
the earlier bipartisan consensus on “engagement and hedging” and instead defined
China as a principal strategic antagonist. The trade war, large-scale tariffs, sanc-
tions against Chinese firms, and rhetorical escalation framed U.S.—China relations
as an existential contest, consistent with late-crisis Prophet leadership. In genera-
tional terms, Trump’s role closely resembles the “Gray Champion” figure leading
society through a Fourth Turning crisis, intensifying rivalry and narrowing the
space for compromise.

Joe Biden (Silent Generation — Artist). Joe Biden (b. 1942) belongs to the Si-
lent Generation, associated with the Artist archetype. Artists come of age during
a crisis and mature in a period of relative stability, which tends to produce leaders
who favor compromise, repair, and procedural order. Biden’s presidency sought to
restore predictability after Trump’s disruptive term: he re-emphasized alliances,
multilateral coordination, and institutional responses to China while largely pre-
serving the tougher economic and technological line inherited from his predeces-
sor. As Zhang and Chen [7] note, Chinese analysts classify Biden as a “literary/
artist type” leader who exerts pressure on China in a more measured and coordi-
nated fashion, preferring coalition-building and process over shock tactics. In gen-
erational terms, Biden functions as a transitional figure who manages the crisis but
does not resolve the structural rivalry.

Barack Obama (Generation X — Nomad). Barack Obama (b. 1961) is often
regarded as an early Gen X (Nomad) leader. His presidency (2009—2017) combined
elements of engagement and competition in a pragmatic, risk-aware manner. Early
in his term, Obama emphasized cooperation with China on global economic re-
covery and climate policy; later, as China’s assertiveness grew and domestic U.S.
discontent intensified, he pivoted to a more explicit balancing strategy through the
“rebalance to Asia”, WTO cases, and cyber-security measures. This adaptive, “no
drama” style reflects Nomad attributes: preference for management over grand
ideological projects, flexible adjustment to changing conditions, and reliance on
technocratic problem-solving rather than mobilizing rhetoric. Obama’s record il-
lustrates how a Gen X president can delay a full rupture in relations by managing
the transition from engagement to strategic competition.
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J. D. Vance and Emerging Millennial (Hero) Leadership. J. D. Vance (b.
1984), as a Millennial politician elevated to the national stage as a vice-presidential
figure under Trump’s second term in the scenario framework, illustrates the emerg-
ing Hero archetype. Millennials as a cohort have been shaped by the post-Cold
War order, the war on terror, and the 2008 financial crisis. Surveys show that they
tend to be more open to international cooperation and less inclined to view China
as an inherent enemy, even while supporting firm responses on economic and se-
curity issues [9]. Vance’s rhetoric combines economic nationalism and concern for
the U.S. working class with a stated aversion to large-scale war with China. This
mixture captures a central tension of Millennial Hero leadership: determination to
“fix” structural vulnerabilities (such as over-dependence on Chinese supply chains)
while seeking to avoid catastrophic confrontation. As Millennials move closer to
national executive power in the 2030s, the configuration of such attitudes will be
critical for the feasibility of the “strategic co-opetition” scenario outlined later.

Taken together, these leadership profiles empirically ground the generational
typology used in this article. Trump, Biden, Obama, and Vance illustrate how ar-
chetypal patterns map onto real-world foreign-policy behavior. They also provide
reference points for the scenario analysis that follows, which extrapolates from
these generational tendencies to explore the 2029-2040 trajectory of U.S.—China
relations.

4.Generational Mechanisms Influencing U.S.—China Strategic Behavior

Building on long-cycle theories and scenario methodology, three mechanisms
were identified:

Mechanism I: Crisis Intensification Under Prophet Leadership

Boomer-driven strategic choices align with higher escalation potential, rein-
forcing patterns described in structural assessments of U.S.—China military dy-
namics, such as Mastro [15].

Mechanism 2: Pragmatic Competition Under Nomad Leadership

Gen-X leadership is likely to blend deterrence with calibrated cooperation. This
aligns with analytical models of competitive coexistence developed by Campbell
& Sullivan [8], suggesting that rivalry can be moderated through selective engage-
ment.

Mechanism 3: Managed Co-evolution Under Hero Leadership

Millennial leadership aligns with institutional rebuilding, crisis-management
mechanisms, and selective cooperation. This corresponds to forecasts in strategic-
stability studies conducted by RAND [16], which emphasize the potential of struc-
tured crisis-management tools to prevent escalation in bipolar competition.

These mechanisms provide the analytical bridge between generational theory
and foreign-policy outcomes.

5. Scenario Outcomes for U.S.—China Relations (2029-2040)

Three analytically derived scenarios were constructed using the methodologi-
cal approach outlined above. These scenarios — summarized in Table 1 — reflect
the interaction between generational leadership, systemic rivalry intensity, turning-
cycle dynamics, and institutional resilience. Together, they illustrate how different
generational configurations may shape distinct strategic trajectories in U.S.—China
relations during the 2029-2040 period.

Interpretation of Scenario Findings

Scenario 1

Shows moderate stabilization driven by Nomad pragmatism. Competition
persists but becomes more predictable.

Scenario 2

Demonstrates how Millennial leadership could institutionalize aspects of rivalry,
reducing escalation risks through norm-building and cooperation.

Scenario 3

[llustrates that structural pressures can override generational predispositions,
particularly during periods of heightened systemic insecurity. This matches long-
cycle expectations where post-crisis reconstruction can regress if geopolitical
competition intensifies.
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Discussion

The findings of this study demonstrate that generational dynamics provide
an analytically meaningful supplement to traditional explanations of U.S.—China
rivalry. While structural theories highlight power transitions, systemic constraints,
and geopolitical competition, the present analysis shows that leadership cohorts
shape how these structural pressures are interpreted and acted upon. This section
situates the results within broader international and regional scholarship and
outlines the implications for future research.

1. Alignment with International Research

The scenario outcomes derived here correspond to established assumptions in
structural-realist and long-cycle approaches, which emphasize persistent rivalry
driven by material and systemic factors. At the same time, the cohort-based variation
in foreign-policy trajectories — ranging from crisis escalation under Boomer
leadership to managed competition under Generation X and institutionalized
cooperation under Millennial leadership — suggests that domestic sociopolitical
rhythms significantly shape how rivalry unfolds.

2. Relevance to Regional and Kazakhstani Scholarship

Although Central Asian scholarship has rarely applied generational or cyclical
frameworks to U.S.—Chinarelations, regional researchers have produced substantial
analyses of global systemic change and China’s evolving role in Eurasia. Notably,
work by Murat T. Laumulin explores transformations in world politics and their
implications for Central Asia [17, 18]. His monograph Central Asia in an Era of
Transformation [17] captures structural shifts and geostrategic transformations
relevant to regional dynamics. Similarly, his historiographical work The History
of Kazakhstan and Central Asia in World Oriental Studies [18] contributes to deep
understanding of regional history and geopolitical context. These studies do not
address generational cycles directly, which underscores the novelty of applying
generational analysis to the region. Therefore, the present research builds on
the established regional scholarship and extends it by introducing cohort-based
analytical variables.

3. Theoretical and Empirical Implications

Generational archetypes should be treated as mediating factors rather than
deterministic predictors: they influence how leaders interpret structural constraints
and strategic pressures. Under Boomer (Prophet) leadership competition tends
toward escalation; Generation X (Nomad) may moderate rivalry through pragmatic
management; Millennials (Hero) provide potential for institutionalized crisis-
management. This triangulation refines existing models of U.S.—China relations
and suggests that generational turnover may affect not just the intensity but the
character and trajectory of rivalry.

4. Limitations and Prospects for Future Research

Interpretation remains subject to uncertainty, especially given unpredictable
structural shocks, leadership discontinuities, or external crises. Empirical
validation, comparative studies, and mixed-method research (surveys, elite
interviews, quantitative indicators) are necessary to test cohort-based hypotheses.
Regionally, applying generational analysis to other actors — including China,
Russia, or Central Asian states — can open new research avenues.

Overall, by integrating generational variables into analyses of systemic rivalry,
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this study contributes both to international scholarship and to the academic context
of Central Asia, pointing to new directions for regional political-scientific research.

Conclusion

This study has examined how generational dynamics may influence the
long-term evolution of U.S.—China relations between 2025 and 2040. Building
on structural and geopolitical frameworks developed in earlier scholarship, the
research integrates generational-cycle theory, cohort analysis, and scenario-based
forecasting to offer a multidimensional perspective on strategic competition. This
approach addresses the limitations of existing studies, which primarily focus on
material capabilities or institutional factors while paying insufficient attention to
the sociopolitical rhythms that shape foreign-policy decision-making.

The findings demonstrate that although structural pressures—economic
interdependence, military balancing, and systemic rivalry—remain constant drivers
of U.S.—China competition, leadership cohorts function as mediating variables that
shape how these pressures are interpreted. Generational characteristics influence
strategic preferences, risk tolerance, ideological framing, and the likelihood of
crisis escalation or institutional engagement. The scenario outcomes developed
in this study illustrate three plausible trajectories: ideological confrontation under
Prophet-style Boomer leadership, pragmatic stabilization under Generation X, and
institutionalized co-opetition under Millennial leadership.

The empirical leadership profiles examined in the Results section reinforce
these conclusions. The contrasting approaches of Donald Trump, Joe Biden,
Barack Obama, and emerging Millennial figures such as J. D. Vance demonstrate
how generational archetypes manifest in concrete foreign-policy choices. These
cases illustrate the pathways through which generational biases and interpretive
frameworks shape the tone, tempo, and strategic orientation of U.S.—China relations,
thereby validating the analytical value of incorporating generational analysis into
long-term forecasting.

For Kazakhstan and the broader Central Asian scholarly context, the study
provides an additional conceptual lens to complement existing geopolitical research
on China’s growing influence in Eurasia. While regional scholars have extensively
examined China’s strategic behavior, generational frameworks have not yet been
applied in this field. The findings of this article therefore open a new line of inquiry,
suggesting that cohort-based analysis may enrich regional assessments of great-
power competition and its implications for smaller and middle powers.

The study also acknowledges inherent limitations: the difficulty of isolating
generational effects from material and institutional factors, the unpredictability
of domestic political developments, and the uncertainty of long-term forecasting.
These constraints underscore the exploratory character of the scenarios presented
rather than their predictive intent. Nonetheless, generational analysis offers a
valuable conceptual tool for anticipating the political and strategic preferences of
future U.S. administrations.

Future research could build on these insights by examining generational
change in other major and regional powers, integrating quantitative behavioral
data, or exploring how societal cycles interact with geopolitical transformations in
Central Asia. Such work would deepen the theoretical and practical relevance of
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generational analysis for understanding the evolving global order and the long-term
trajectory of U.S.—China relations.
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Abstract. This article examines the concept, structure and key mechanisms of
people’s diplomacy in Kazakhstan, which is relevant given the growing importance of
establishing a dialogue with a wide audience.

The study clarifies the conceptual distinctions between people’s, public, and citizen
diplomacy and identifies the main actors involved, including government institutions,
the Assembly of the People of Kazakhstan, NGOs, and diasporas. Using system
analysis and comparative analysis the study systematizes the main tools used by
people’s diplomacy.

Attention is focused on the implementation of people’s diplomacy tools to promote
Kazakhstan's national interests by fostering effective communication with the public
both domestically and internationally. The findings emphasize the importance
of strengthening the practice of people’s diplomacy as a strategic component of
Kazakhstan's international communications and internal stability.
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Introduction

The modern system of international relations is undergoing significant changes
under the influence of globalization, the rapid development of information and
communication technologies and the growing role of non-state actors. These
processes empower citizens to influence both the foreign and domestic policies of
their countries. In response to these trends, many countries are developing various
mechanisms for engaging with the public that extend beyond traditional state-centric
diplomacy. One of these mechanisms is people's diplomacy, which is considered as a
system of establishing direct relations with the peoples of different countries. Unlike
other approaches in international relations, it is aimed at promoting the interests and
initiatives of the people themselves [1]. People’s diplomacy includes the activities
of citizen diplomacy, as well as direct appeals from politicians and government
agencies to the foreign public to convey their position [2].

The modern system of foreign policy is shaped not only by the efforts of States
but also by the active involvement of broad segments of society. In this regard, the
study of the role of people’s diplomacy in global political processes and the analysis
of its interaction with other actors are becoming particularly relevant.

The sphere of public relations has become an important part of the system of
interstate relations. Despite the existing international contradictions, direct contacts
between people and friendly relations between citizens of different countries play
an important role, and the influence of people’s diplomacy on the formation of
foreign policy is becoming more noticeable and significant. This field covers the
activities of non-governmental organizations, public associations, cultural and
scientific institutions, diasporas, bloggers, scientists and cultural figures. The
expansion of the circle of participants in international communications confirms
that people’s diplomacy is developing within the context of a democratic society.
Given the growing role of the public in the global political process, the study of
people’s diplomacy mechanisms as a tool for interaction with society is becoming
particularly relevant.

People’s diplomacy in Kazakhstan has a special significance both inside and
outside the country. In the years following independence, the country faced a critical
task: to preserve social harmony in a state where representatives of more than 130
ethnic groups live. Kazakhstan built its policy based on the tools of the rule of law
as well as long-standing traditions that predate modern institutions. For example, the
Kazakh steppe culture, based on the principles of peaceful coexistence and mutual
respect, continues to transmit these values to the modern world. Accordingly, the
Assembly of the People of Kazakhstan (APK), established in 1995, became both a
reflection of this philosophy and an important institution for strengthening national
harmony and unity of the nation [3].

People’s diplomacy serves as an effective means of interacting with the society
and represents an important resource within Kazakhstan's modern foreign policy
course. However, it should be noted that the global academic literature lacks sufficient
theoretical clarity regarding the concept of people’s diplomacy, its subjects and
mechanisms. The terms of people’s diplomacy and public diplomacy are often used
interchangeably, which creates conceptual gaps and highlights the need to clarify
the substantive boundaries of people’s diplomacy as an independent phenomenon.

For Kazakhstan, people’s diplomacy is an important part of the model of social
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harmony and international humanitarian cooperation. The country has a unique
experience of interethnic dialogue, institutionalized through the APK, active
NGOs, cultural and educational initiatives. Nevertheless, the contribution of these
institutions to the formation of external cultural and social dialogue has been
examined only partially and predominantly in a descriptive manner.

Under these circumstances, the need for a comprehensive study of Kazakhstan’s
people's diplomacy and the systematization of its theoretical foundations, and an
examination of its role in public engagement makes this topic relevant.

The purpose of this study is to identify the features, structure and mechanisms of
people’s diplomacy in Kazakhstan, as well as to analyze its potential as an effective
means of interacting with the public. To achieve this goal, the following tasks have
been solved within the framework of the scientific article:

1. the theoretical content of the concept of "people's diplomacy" and its

distinction from other forms of diplomacy has been clarified.

2. the structures and subjects of people’s diplomacy have been identified,
including government institutions, non-governmental organizations, and
diasporas.

3. the main mechanisms and tools of people’s diplomacy used in Kazakhstan
are systematized,

4. the prospects for the further development of people’s diplomacy in the country
have been outlined.

Literature review

Today, people’s diplomacy is a highly relevant topic in interstate relations. People’s
diplomacy has become an integral part of the political process, and research in this
field has expanded considerably, although it remains conceptually diverse. The term
people’s diplomacy is not new, yet its meaning has evolved. Most scholars agree that
it reflects the essence of public diplomacy. Edmund Gullion introduced the term
public diplomacy in 1965, defining it as communication aimed at influencing foreign
public opinion. This definition is still widely recognized today [4]. Although E.
Gallion is not the author of the term "people's diplomacy", his ideas about expanding
the circle of participants in international communications laid the foundation for the
later development of the concept.

Researchers such as Nicholas Cull [5], Joseph Nye [6], and Jan Melissen [7]
emphasize the growing role of non-governmental actors, civil society organizations,
diasporas, and cultural and educational institutions. J. Nye’s concept of "soft
power" further strengthened the theoretical foundations of people’s diplomacy by
highlighting cultural attraction, communication, and humanitarian exchanges as
key tools.

In the post-Soviet academic discourse, researchers such as O. Gabrielyan [8] and
T. Medvedeva [9] analyze the information and civil dimensions of people’s diplomacy,
emphasizing its importance for building trust, reducing conflict and developing
interpersonal interaction. Their research highlights that people's diplomacy relies on
building trust, interpersonal interaction, and bottom-up initiatives that complement
the official diplomatic agenda.

Studies on Kazakhstan remain relatively limited, although several authors have
explored the institutional and cultural aspects of people’s diplomacy. Research
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dedicated to the Assembly of the People of Kazakhstan, including the works of
A. Sadvakasova [10] and analytical reports of APK, explore the Kazakh model
of interethnic dialogue as a unique platform for promoting national unity and
intercultural communication. These sources underscore the APK's contribution to
strengthening social cohesion and promoting Kazakhstan's image abroad.

Government and policy documents such as Kazakhstan's Foreign Policy Concept
[11], reports from the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, and publications from strategic
institutes provide additional information about the country's efforts to integrate
people’s diplomacy with broader foreign policy goals. These materials highlight the
importance of cultural diplomacy, youth exchange programs, interaction with the
diaspora, and educational cooperation as key mechanisms of soft power.

Overall, the existing body of literature shows that, although the conceptual
framework of people’s diplomacy is well developed at the international level,
scientific research focused on Kazakhstan remains fragmented. This highlights the
need for a comprehensive review summarizing current approaches and practices of
people’s diplomacy in the country.

Research methods

The study's objectives were achieved through information and analytical work
that aimed to collect, process, and analyze information. A systematic analysis was
used to study the structure of people’s diplomacy, identify key actors and mechanisms
of their interaction. Comparative analysis to compare people’s diplomacy with
other types of diplomacy. SWOT analysis is a strategic planning method used to
assess the potential of Kazakhstan's people’s diplomacy. A content analysis of the
texts has been carried out, namely government statements, media publications,
NGO reports and public activities aimed at promoting people’s diplomacy. The key
markers reflecting the main ideas and goals of people’s diplomacy and the ways of
its implementation were highlighted. The use of these methods makes it possible to
conduct a comprehensive analysis of Kazakhstan's people’s diplomacy, identify its
specifics and offer recommendations for further development.

Results and discussion

The modern system of international relations is characterized by an expanding
range of actors involved in foreign policy processes, which has led to the emergence
of new forms of diplomacy such as people’s, public and citizen diplomacy. These
forms are interrelated, but they differ in subjects, mechanisms, and objectives, which
makes their comparative analysis relevant.

People’s diplomacy influences public opinion on the formation and conduct of
foreign policy. It is defined as a means of achieving state goals or promoting values
in the international community through the participation of public associations,
foundations and non-governmental organizations in international relations [4].

People's diplomacy complements traditional diplomacy by presenting a wide
range of tools that make it possible to gain the loyalty of the target audience to achieve
the country's foreign policy objectives. Its distinguishing feature is that actors may
include not only diplomats, but also representatives of culture, science, education,
mass media, NGOs, and others [7]. It has several advantages over traditional
diplomacy, as it allows people to communicate more openly and sincerely than the
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formal, regulated language of official diplomacy. The level of people's diplomacy
development is undoubtedly an indicator of the democratic nature of a political
system. Its effective implementation aims to humanize international relations and
serves as a tool for the "soft power" of a state and its people in promoting their
interests and strengthening their image and authority abroad [6].

People's diplomacy is often associated with public diplomacy, which is
implemented by government institutions to promote a positive image of the country
abroad [12]. The target audience of public diplomacy is the people of various
countries. This sphere is state-driven and is viewed as a means of communicating
national policy objectives to the international community. It means that both
forms have the same audiences, the expected results are different [13]. For people’s
diplomacy, the key tool is to reduce conflict at the interstate and international levels.
This means that the public must influence and adjust government policy, rejecting
violent and hybrid forms of confrontation.

Citizen diplomacy is closely related to people's diplomacy, but it has a more
proactive and activist nature. In academic literature, citizen diplomacy (Track II)
is defined as a form of cross-border civil society activity aimed at solving social,
environmental, and humanitarian problems [14]. It is implemented by individual
citizens, NGOs, experts, volunteers, and social movements, and often focuses on
specific tasks (human rights protection, environmental initiatives, and peacekeeping
projects). Unlike people’s diplomacy, which has a broad cultural focus, citizen
diplomacy has a more targeted social impact.

In Kazakhstan, these two approaches are viewed differently. People’s diplomacy
is carried out through the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, cultural centers, the "Bolashak"
program, and international broadcasting. People's diplomacy is implemented through
the Assembly of the People of Kazakhstan, ethnocultural centers, international
festivals and educational exchanges. Citizen diplomacy is promoted through NGOs,
volunteer movements, environmental and social initiatives. Together, they form
a single multi-layered architecture of external communications: the state defines
strategic directions, society reinforces the cultural foundation, and civic initiatives
expand their influence on the global agenda [15].

Thus, comparative analysis allowed distinguishing that the people’s, public and
citizen diplomacy have different tasks and mechanisms, but they are united by a
common function such as strengthening international dialogue and building mutual
trust. Their interaction allows the state and society to have a more complete and
effective presence on the world stage.

People’s diplomacy holds strategic importance in Kazakhstan. As it is shown
in Table 1, its key instruments are cultural initiatives, educational programs,
international exchanges, and NGO activities that promote the country's image,
strengthen social capital, and expand international cooperation. Culture promotes
the unification of people of different nationalities and ensures a positive attitude of
the foreign audience; educational programs promote interaction with the public, and
NGOs, in turn, help influence other countries and peoples through the exchange of
ideas and activities.

Thus, it can be argued that people’s diplomacy contributes to shaping positive
public opinion through effective engagement with various public groups.

People's diplomacy of Kazakhstan represents a comprehensive system of
interaction between government agencies, public organizations and diasporas,
which is aimed at promoting national interests and creating a positive image of the
country through effective communication with the public. This system is designed
to shape positive public opinion about Kazakhstan through interaction with the
broad segments of society [10].
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According to the table, one of the main actors in the development of people’s
diplomacy in Kazakhstan is the Assembly of the People of Kazakhstan. The
APK cooperates with organizations of the Kazakh diaspora and cultural centers
of compatriots abroad. It actively promotes Kazakhstan's experience in the field
of interethnic relations. Moreover, the APK cooperates with various international
organizations such as the UN, OSCE, UNESCO, and others, thereby strengthening
the role of the state as a model of ethnopolitical stability [15].

Another important group of actors consists of government agencies, which play
an important role in the development of people’s diplomacy in the country. For
instance, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Kazakhstan coordinates
international cultural, educational and public initiatives [16]. The Ministry of
Culture and Information, in turn, is responsible for popularizing the national
cultural heritage [17]. Initiatives such as "Rukhani Zhangyru" and other programs
are being implemented in this context. The Foundation of the First President and
the Kazakhstan Institute for Strategic Studies also provide analytical support, where
concepts of international cooperation are being developed.

The activities of non-governmental organizations play an important role in
the development of people’s diplomacy. Representatives of civil society actively
participate in people’s diplomacy through NGO activities, various educational
initiatives, as well as digital platforms.

The Kazakh diaspora abroad plays an important role in people’s diplomacy.
The “Otandastar Qory” Non-profit JSC implements projects to strengthen ties with
Kazakh communities in various countries. Through ethnic media and cultural
events, such as the Days of Culture of Kazakhstan Abroad, the foundation strives
to promote the dissemination of Kazakh culture and identity, as well as create a
positive image of Kazakhstan, thereby contributing to the development of public
relations [11] [18].

Kazakhstan's people’s diplomacy is implemented through various tools, which
include international events, cultural initiatives, media relations, and educational
programs. This can be seen in the example of the Expo-2017 exhibition and the
G-Global project, which demonstrated the country's innovative potential. Cultural
events, including ethnocultural festivals and concert performances by national
theaters, contribute to the popularization of Kazakh traditions and contemporary
art [19]. Media diplomacy is conducted through state-owned media (Kazinform,
Khabar, etc.), as well as independent online platforms and blogs targeted at an
international audience.

Educational initiatives, international youth exchange programs and academic
partnership between Kazakhstan’s universities help train specialists with
international experience and strengthen scientific cooperation. These initiatives
also contribute to the promotion of the Kazakh language and culture abroad. The
introduction of Kazakh language courses for foreign students increased interest in
the language and culture of Kazakhstan among foreign students and representatives
of the Kazakh diaspora abroad.

Financial support for people’s diplomacy in Kazakhstan is provided through
various channels, including government subsidies, international grants and
partnership programs. The country cooperates with organizations such as UNESCO,
OSCE, TURKSOY, and others, to attract funding for cultural and educational
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initiatives [20]. Government-funded institutions such as the “Otandastar Qory”
Non-profit JSC, along with international donors such as the Soros Foundation-
Kazakhstan, support projects aimed at promoting people’s diplomacy and developing
cultural ties with other countries.

Thus, all these actors operate as a multi-level system and use a wide range of
various instruments of people’s diplomacy. This, in turn, helps to establish and
strengthen relationships both domestically and internationally. Through the active
participation of state and public institutions, as well as through various platforms,
Kazakhstan can effectively promote its national interests and create a positive image
on the world stage. Moreover, all these efforts contribute to the development of stable
intercultural relations, greater recognition of the national values and enhance mutual
trust among people.

In scientific literature and public discourse, there is a lack of attention given to
the development of people's diplomacy, despite its significant potential to impact
various aspects of public life. People's diplomacy can contribute to building trust
between nations, fostering cultural exchange, enhancing a country's international
image, and promoting economic growth through supporting entrepreneurship and
attracting investment.

The diversity of institutional structures is one of the key resources of people’s
diplomacy, with government agencies, APK, NGOs, and diasporas serving as its
primary actors. This broad range of participants makes it possible to build a dialogue
with a wide variety of population groups both inside and outside the country.
Cultural events, educational projects, and interpersonal contacts serve as important
instruments of people’s diplomacy. Such forms of interaction are perceived by
people as warmer and sincere compared to official political statements. Moreover,
the APK and the state cultural centers function as stable institutional foundations
for people’s diplomacy, enabling the development of long-term relations with foreign
countries, communities, and diasporas [10].

Along with the strengths, there are also weaknesses in the implementation of
people’s diplomacy in the country. These include the problem of a lack of close
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coordination between actors, who often do not interact with each other. As a result,
initiatives are duplicated, resources are used inefficiently, and outcomes fall short of
their potential. Limited funding, a shortage of skilled professionals, and insufficient
organizational support, especially at the regional level which also hinder progress.
The lack of feedback from the participants also negatively affects the establishment
of contacts with the public, further complicating efforts to improve project quality
and tailor programs to the needs of specific target groups (youth, diasporas, foreign
audiences, etc.).

Despite the above challenges, people’s diplomacy has great potential in interacting
with the public. For example, digital technologies create new opportunities through
social networks, blogs, and online forums which make it possible to spread cultural
and educational information about the country and establish contact with young
people and foreign audiences. This is especially important for diasporas, who will
have the opportunity to participate in the cultural life of their homeland from a
distance. The involvement of the youth audience and volunteers also expands the
scope of interaction with society. Moreover, growing international interest in "soft
power" creates a favorable external environment for the development of people’s
diplomacy. This is especially important for Kazakhstan, as a multiethnic state that
strives to play an active role in global processes.

However, several threats should also be considered. There is arisk of politicization
of people’s diplomacy if it is perceived as an instrument of state propaganda or
manipulation its sincerity may be questioned. In the era of information warfare
and online misinformation, even well-intentioned initiatives can be distorted and
criticized, moreover, they can be used against the country. Public trust can also
decline quickly if results are not visible or if initiatives appear insincere. Cultural
and linguistic barriers, especially when working with foreign audiences, require
more advanced training and carefully designed programs [8].

Based on the analysis, people's diplomacy is a powerful but sensitive tool. For
it to truly become an effective way of interacting with the public, the following
measures are proposed:

1. Strengthen coordination among actors. Various organizations, NGOs,
universities, diasporas abroad and ethnocultural associations inside Kazakhstan
often work without knowing each other's activities, which leads to a decrease in
efficiency. To solve this problem, it is possible to create a coordinating council
or platform under the APK, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of
Kazakhstan and the Ministry of Culture and Information. This would make it
possible to share information about planned events and establish partnerships, which
is especially important for external coordination.

2. Expand the participation of civil society. The main projects in the field of
people’s diplomacy are concentrated in large cities, while in other regions, there is a
shortage of resources. To solve this problem, grant programs should be launched to
support regional initiatives. Such grants can be implemented within the framework of
the state social order, which is regulated by the law "On State Social Orders, Grants,
and Awards for Non-governmental organizations in the Republic of Kazakhstan."
This will allow active citizens and organizations from small towns and villages to
propose and implement their projects aimed at developing intercultural dialogue,
popularizing Kazakh culture abroad, and supporting interaction with diasporas.
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3. Enhance the use of digital technologies. The use of modern technology will
help create a digital community of supporters of Kazakhstan around the world by
creating an online portal that will host various cultural initiatives, blogs, information
about events and opportunities for participation. It is also possible to create various
courses for representatives of NGOs, activists and students on digital skills, which
can be conducted jointly with the Ministry of Information and Public Development
of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

4. Strengthen training and intercultural competencies. In the modern world, it is
not enough just to know foreign languages; it is also important to deeply understand
the cultural characteristics, history, traditions and values of other nations. These
skills are necessary to build trusting and respectful relationships with representatives
of other countries.

Kazakhstan has already made some progress in this area: the Eurasian
National University after L.N. Gumilyov has a department of the Assembly of the
People of Kazakhstan, which works to strengthen social harmony, civic unity and
ethnopolitical education. Nevertheless, further expansion of educational programs
in people’s diplomacy, intercultural communication, and citizen-level foreign policy
would be beneficial. Internship opportunities, exchange programs, and summer
schools both domestically and internationally would help prepare a new generation
of diplomacy-oriented specialists.

The measures proposed require an integrated and strategic approach. These
challenges are not just barriers, but tasks that can be solved with the political will,
support of civil society institutions and effective governance. The implementation
of the proposed measures will bring people’s diplomacy to a qualitatively new level
and strengthen its role as an intermediary between the state and society. This is
especially important for building trust, engagement, and civic engagement, as well
as for promoting Kazakhstan abroad through real, vibrant connections between
state and society. As a result, this will contribute not only to improving the country's
international image, but also to strengthening national unity, forming a culture of
open dialogue and sustainable development of interethnic peace within society.

Conclusion.

The study revealed that people’s diplomacy in Kazakhstan is a multifaceted
system that brings together state institutions, the Assembly of People of Kazakhstan,
non-governmental organizations, diasporas, youth groups, and digital platforms. To
achieve the goal of the research, the analysis delved into the conceptual essence of
people’s diplomacy, distinguishing it from public and citizen diplomacy, identifying
its key players, and categorizing the major mechanisms through which it engages
with society.

Findings indicate that people’s diplomacy serves twofold purposes for
Kazakhstan. Externally, it enhances the country's soft power, cultural visibility,
and international reputation. Internally, it fosters interethnic harmony and social
cohesion. Compared to other diplomatic approaches, people's diplomacy has a
broader societal base and relies on sincere interpersonal communication, making it
a delicate yet highly effective tool for building trust.

At the same time, the SWOT analysis identified several challenges, including
lack of coordination among participants, disparities in regional resources, and
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the risk of politicization. Nevertheless, the identified opportunities such as digital
diplomacy, youth engagement and cooperation with diaspora communities, and
increasing global interest in soft power. Taken together, these factors create favorable
conditions for future development.

Overall, the results of the study suggest that people's diplomacy has the potential
to significantly strengthen Kazakhstan's international relations and internal unity, if
supported by coordinated efforts, professional training, open dialogue, and ongoing
modernization. Enhancing this area would allow Kazakhstan to advance its national
interests internationally and contribute to long-term social harmony within the

ECONOMIC INFLUENCE OF CHINA AND THE USA IN CENTRAL
ASIA: A COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS

Abstract. The article provides a comprehensive comparative analysis of the trade
and economic relations of Central Asian countries with Peoples Republic of China
(PRC) and the United States of America (USA) over the past decade. The study is
based on a benchmarking approach and covers the dynamics of foreign trade, the
structure of exports and imports, investment flows, and infrastructure projects. It
is shown that during this period China has become the leading external economic
partner of the region, significantly increasing the volume of trade and emerging as
the main source of imports as well as one of the largest markets for raw materials. In
contrast to China’s extensive and multi-layered strategy, the economic presence of the
United States remains limited and primarily niche-oriented. American engagement
is concentrated in high-tech sectors and resource-based investments, particularly
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in Kazakhstan’s oil and gas industry. At the same time, recent years have seen an
institutional strengthening of the U.S. model through the mechanisms of «C5+1»,
«B5+1», and the Economic Resilience Initiative for Central Asia (ERICEN), as
well as support for the development of the Trans-Caspian transport corridor and
cooperation on critical minerals. A comparison of the two models demonstrates a
shift in the regional geo-economic balance, while Central Asian states continue to
show strong interest in multi-vector foreign policy and diversification of economic
partnerships.

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Abstract. Drawing on administrative microdata and official reports, the article
presents the first comprehensive evaluation study of Kazakhstan’s Presidential Youth
Personnel Reserve as an instrument of meritocratic renewal within the post-Sovi-
et public administration system. It analyzes the demographic composition, multi-
stage selection procedures, and career outcomes of three cohorts (2019, 2021, 2023)
comprising 400 participants. Descriptive statistics indicate a significant increase in
competitiveness, while gender and regional disparities persist. Logistic regression
demonstrates that foreign education and prior managerial experience substantially
increase the likelihood of appointments to central government bodies. A compar-
ative analysis with international programs (Fast Stream, Presidential Management
Fellows, Administrative Service Singapore) reveals a high level of competitiveness
within the PYPR alongside limitations in mentoring and rotational mechanisms. The
SWOT analysis highlights the program’s strengths while identifying risks related to
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a narrowing selection funnel and decreasing inclusivity. The recommendations aim
to enhance regional representation, gender-sensitive recruitment, structured mentor-
ship, and transparency of career pathways.

Introduction

In the contemporary context of global administrative reforms and increasing
demands for public sector efficiency, the systematic development of human resources
in public administration has emerged as a pivotal component of institutional
modernization. The pursuit of meritocracy, transparency, and evidence-based talent
management has become a hallmark of governance reforms across developed and
emerging economies alike [1, 2]. Within this paradigm, the Republic of Kazakhstan
has launched a unique initiative—the Presidential Youth Personnel Reserve
(PYPR)—designed to establish a transparent social elevator for talented young
professionals aspiring to contribute to public service at the highest levels.

Since its inception in 2019, the PYPR has undergone substantial evolution in
scope, procedural design, and strategic focus. Initially conceived as a large-scale
program to attract up to 300 candidates for leadership positions in government and
quasi-governmental organizations, the Reserve has transformed into a more selective,
specialized mechanism prioritizing the development of narrowly profiled sectoral
leaders. This trajectory mirrors international best practices such as the Fast Stream
in the United Kingdom, the Presidential Management Fellows (PMF) program in
the United States, and the Administrative Service Scheme in Singapore, while also
reflecting the unique institutional and socio-political context of Kazakhstan.

Despite its prominence in public discourse, the scholarly examination of
the PYPR remains limited. Existing literature on public sector human resource
management in emerging economies [3, 4, 5] highlights the importance of analyzing
talent identification mechanisms not only as technical recruitment tools but also
as instruments of legitimacy, professionalization, and social mobility. From this
perspective, the PY PR represents acompelling case for investigating how meritocratic
principles are operationalized within a post-Soviet administrative system and what
implications such mechanisms have for public sector modernization.

This article contributes to the literature by offering a comprehensive analysis
of the PYPR's evolution, demographic composition, selection processes, and career
outcomes of its participants over three waves of implementation (2019, 2021, and
2023).

In addressing these questions, the study seeks to advance both the theoretical
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understanding and practical discourse on meritocracy, public sector talent pipelines,
and institutional reforms in transitional economies.

In doing so, it offers a rare empirical examination of an understudied region—
Central Asia—and contextualizes Kazakhstan's experience within global debates
on administrative modernization.

Contribution to Theory and Practice

This study advances scholarship on public-sector talent pipelines in transitional
economies in four ways. First, it integrates meritocratic theory, social-mobility
frameworks, and Public Service Motivation into a single analytical lens, offering
a theoretically grounded model for evaluating elite-selection programs. Second,
by analysing three PYPR cohorts (2019, 2021, 2023) with original administrative
micro-data, it provides one of the first longitudinal examinations of Kazakhstan’s
civil-service talent pipeline. Third, comparative benchmarking against flagship
international programmes (Fast Stream, PMF, Administrative Service) refines
existing typologies of state-sponsored talent management. Fourth, the findings
generate actionable recommendations—mentorship structures, regional outreach,
and gender-sensitive recruitment—that help practitioners balance meritocratic
selectivity with social equity.

2 Literature Review

The emergence of talent management systems in public administration has been
extensively discussed in the literature as a response to the evolving expectations
of citizens, the increasing complexity of governance, and the intensification of
competition for qualified human capital [3, 5, 6]. This section critically examines
the theoretical frameworks and empirical studies that inform the analysis of the
PYPR, with a focus on three interrelated concepts: meritocracy, social mobility
(social elevators), and PSM.

2.1 Meritocracy as an Organizing Principle

The notion of meritocracy has evolved from Michael Young's [7] original
satirical critique into a normative principle that underpins modern bureaucracies.
Meritocracy entails that access to public sector positions and career advancement
should be determined primarily by demonstrated competencies, qualifications, and
performance, rather than personal networks, patronage, or arbitrary criteria [8, 9].

Weber's [10] theory of rational-legal authority provides the foundational
justification for meritocratic recruitment, arguing that bureaucratic efficiency
depends on systematic selection processes that favor objective assessments over
ascriptive characteristics. Subsequent scholarship [11, 12] has demonstrated that
merit-based systems contribute to higher organizational performance, citizen trust,
and administrative legitimacy.

Intransitional economies, including post-Soviet states, implementing meritocracy
has been both a priority and a challenge. Researchers have identified persistent risks
of «informal networks», nepotism, and limited transparency in selection processes
[6, 13]. The PYPR can thus be seen as an institutional experiment to strengthen
meritocratic foundations in Kazakhstan’s civil service.

2.2 Social Mobility and Talent Pipelines

The concept of social mobility, or the capacity of individuals to ascend to higher

social or professional strata, is closely linked to the idea of «social elevatorsy.
Sorokin [14] distinguished between vertical and horizontal mobility, noting that
state institutions often act as gatekeepers of vertical advancement.

In public administration, talent pipelines such as fast-track programs and
leadership reserves serve dual purposes: they professionalize the bureaucratic corps
and signal inclusiveness and opportunity [15, 16]. The OECD [1] has emphasized that
transparent selection mechanisms can reduce perceptions of elitism and enhance the
attractiveness of public service careers.

Studies on international programs provide relevant insights:

Fast Stream (UK): Established to attract graduates into a career trajectory
involving structured rotations and rapid promotion. Evaluations highlight high
competition, rigorous competency assessments, and strong career development
support [5].

PMF (US): A prestigious two-year program designed to prepare graduates
for leadership roles. While it emphasizes merit-based selection, researchers note
challenges related to limited positions and inconsistent mentorship [3].

Administrative Service Scheme (Singapore): A model characterized by early
identification of talent, strong investment in overseas education, and a culture of
performance-driven progression. Scholars often cite it as an exemplar of integrated
talent management [6].

Leaders of Russia (Russia): A competition combining assessment centers,
mentorship, and public visibility. Though widely publicized, it has been critiqued
for potential politicization and opacity [17].

Comparing these models suggests that the effectiveness of a talent reserve
depends not only on selection mechanisms but also on structured career support,
transparent communication, and alignment with broader public administration
reforms.

However, the existing literature provides limited empirical scrutiny of how
such programs function in non-Western and post-Soviet environments. While prior
research highlights the normative appeal of meritocratic recruitment, there is a
lack of evidence regarding the long-term implications for diversity, organizational
performance, and social legitimacy. This gap underscores the relevance of studying
the PYPR in Kazakhstan as a distinctive institutional experiment.

2.3 Public Service Motivation

PSM refers to the intrinsic motivation individuals experience when pursuing
goals aligned with public interest, social equity, and civic duty [11]. PSM has been
shown to correlate with higher job satisfaction, organizational commitment, and
performance [6, 13, 18].

Recent research has stressed the importance of infusing PSM throughout the
talent management cycle, from recruitment messaging to performance evaluation
[5, 6]. For example, job advertisements emphasizing public value attract candidates
with higher PSM, improving retention and engagement [19].

Inthe case of the PY PR, public narratives often position the program as a patriotic
duty and a vehicle for contributing to the nation’s development. However, there is
limited empirical evidence on whether these narratives translate into sustained PSM
among participants, highlighting an area for further inquiry.
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2.4 Gaps in the Literature

While extensive scholarship exists on meritocracy and talent pipelines in
Western contexts, studies focusing on post-Soviet and Central Asian countries
remain sparse. Notably, the intersection of: rigorous selection mechanisms, social
mobility narratives, and long-term career trajectories has not been systematically
examined in Kazakhstan.

Most available analyses are either descriptive reports or policy documents
lacking in theoretical framing and critical evaluation.

Moreover, there is a paucity of research exploring how demographic factors
(gender, region of origin, prior sector experience) influence selection outcomes and
subsequent promotions in such programs. The PYPR thus offers a unique empirical
context to contribute to the literature on merit-based recruitment, PSM, and public
sector modernization in transitional economies.

2.5 Contribution of This Study

This article addresses the identified gaps by:

* Providing a longitudinal analysis of PYPR demographics, selection processes,

and career trajectories over three cohorts.

* Situating the findings within global debates on meritocracy and public service

attractiveness.

* Offering a critical evaluation of program effectiveness through a SWOT

framework.

Advancing recommendations for policy and practice that can inform not only
Kazakhstan but also other countries exploring similar initiatives.

2.6 Conceptual Framework

Building on the preceding literature, this study proposes a conceptual framework
that integrates three interrelated theoretical domains: meritocracy, social mobility,
and PSM. The framework aims to elucidate the mechanisms through which
the design and implementation of the PYPR are expected to influence selection
outcomes, career trajectories, and organizational performance.

Meritocracy serves as the primary organizing principle, positing that systematic,
competency-based recruitment increases the legitimacy and effectiveness of public
institutions [9, 11]. Rigorous selection processes are theorized to produce higher-
quality entrants whose skills and motivation align with the strategic needs of the
public sector.

Social Mobility is conceptualized here as both an outcome and a legitimizing
narrative. By providing transparent pathways for young professionals to access
elite administrative positions, talent pipelines such as the PYPR function as «social
elevatorsy», potentially reducing perceptions of entrenched privilege [14, 15].
However, research also cautions that without accompanying inclusivity measures,
such programs may inadvertently reinforce existing socio-economic inequalities
[19].

PSM is posited as a mediating factor shaping the long-term impact of selection
programs. High levels of PSM among candidates are expected to correlate
positively with organizational commitment, retention, and performance outcomes
[6]. Conversely, if selection processes overly prioritize formal credentials without
attention to intrinsic motivation, the benefits of meritocracy may be diluted over
time.
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Based on this integrated framework, the study examines the following
relationships:

* Selection Inputs: Demographic characteristics, educational background, and
professional experience.

*  Mediators: PSM levels and perceptions of procedural fairness.

*  Outcomes: Appointment rates, promotion trajectories, and retention.

* Contextual Factors: Regional disparities, gender imbalances, and institutional
capacity for mentorship.

3 Methodology

This study adopts an explanatory mixed-methods design that combines
quantitative statistical analysis with qualitative comparative and interpretive
techniques. On the quantitative side, administrative micro-data on all 400 PYPR
participants are used to construct individual-level indicators of socio-demographic
background, human capital, and career outcomes. These data are analysed through
descriptive statistics, bivariate association tests, and logistic regression models.
On the qualitative side, documentary analysis of legal acts, official reports, and
programme descriptions is employed to reconstruct the institutional evolution of the
PYPR and to benchmark it against comparable international talent pipelines.

The overall methodological strategy is to (1) establish empirical patterns in the
composition and outcomes of the three PYPR cohorts, (2) relate these patterns to
changes in programme design and broader civil-service reforms, and (3) assess the
extent to which the observed evidence supports or challenges theoretical expectations
derived from meritocracy, social-mobility, and Public Service Motivation (PSM)
frameworks.

3.1 Data Sources

The empirical analysis relies on a comprehensive dataset that combines publicly
available documentation with confidential administrative micro-data. Three main
categories of sources were used.

Official statistical and analytical reports. The National Reports on the State
of the Civil Service in the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2020-2024 provide
aggregate information on civil-service demographics, gender composition, regional
distribution, and overall staffing trends. These reports are used primarily as a
contextual benchmark for comparing PYPR participants with the broader civil-
service workforce.

Legal and institutional documents. The Decree of the President of the Republic
of Kazakhstan No. 141 of 27 August 2019 «On Certain Issues of the Presidential
Youth Personnel Reserve» and subsequent by-laws define the legal status, eligibility
criteria, and selection procedures of the PYPR. These sources are systematically
reviewed to identify major design changes across cohorts (e.g., cohort size, age
limits, competence profiles).

Administrative micro-data on PYPR participants. The core dataset consists of
anonymised individual-level records for all 400 participants selected in the 2019,
2021, and 2023 cohorts. The data were formally requested via the eOtinish portal
and officially provided by the Agency for Civil Service Affairs of the Republic of
Kazakhstan; the request was registered and processed in early 2025, and the final
validated files were delivered on 7 March 2025. The database includes variables on
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socio-demographic characteristics (age, gender, region of origin), education (highest
degree, foreign-education status, field of study), professional experience (years of
work, sector of origin), and post-selection career outcomes (appointment status,
level of position, number of promotions).

3.2 Units of Analysis

To capture the multilayered character of the PYPR and align the evidence with
the study’s research questions (RQ 1-5) and hypotheses (H 1-H 3), three nested
units of analysis are employed:

¢ Individual level (micro). Each of the 400 participants selected across the 2019,
2021, and 2023 cohorts constitutes one case. Variables measured include
socio-demographics (age, gender, region of origin), human-capital indicators
(highest degree, foreign-education status, years of professional experience),
and career outcomes (appointment status, number of promotions). This
level allows direct testing of gender and education effects on appointment
probability (H2—H3) through chi-square tests and logistic regression.

e Cohort level (meso). For every wave, aggregate profiles—mean age,
gender proportion, regional-diversity indices, competition ratios, and
other descriptive statistics—are computed. Cross-cohort comparison of
these composites illuminates temporal trends in selectivity and inclusivity,
furnishing evidence for H1 and addressing RQ 1.

e Program-level (macro). System-wide metrics such as total applicant volume,
conversion and attrition rates, and procedural design changes provide a
panoramic lens on the PYPR’s overall effectiveness. These indicators feed
into the SWOT framework and international benchmarking that answer RQ
3-4.

Analyzing the PYPR concurrently at micro, meso, and macro scales ensures
that individual career trajectories are interpreted in light of their cohort context
and the evolving institutional environment, thereby reducing ecological fallacy and
strengthening internal validity.

3.3 Analytical Procedures

The research process comprised four main stages:

3.3.1 Descriptive Statistics

Quantitative data were aggregated and summarized to establish baseline trends
across three waves of the PYPR. The following descriptive measures were computed:

Competition Ratio: Total number of applicants divided by the number of available
slots.

Mean and Median Age: To assess the degree of generational renewal.

Gender Proportions: Share of female participants and appointed candidates.

Regional Distribution: Proportion of participants originating from major urban
centers versus other regions.

Educational Background: Share of graduates from foreign universities, holders
of advanced degrees.

Professional Experience: Average years of prior work, sectoral origins (public,
quasi-governmental, private).

Appointment and Promotion Rates: Share of participants receiving appointments
and subsequent promotions.
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All statistical calculations were conducted in Microsoft Excel and R.

3.3.2 Comparative Analysis

International benchmarking was performed to situate the PYPR within the
broader landscape of global talent management programs. For each comparative
program (Fast Stream, PMF, Administrative Service), the following parameters
were evaluated:

e Eligibility criteria.

e Competition ratios.

e Selection mechanisms.

e Career support systems (e.g., mentorship, rotations).

*  Measured outcomes.

This approach provided a reference framework to assess the relative strengths
and weaknesses of the PYPR.

3.3.3 SWOT Analysis

A qualitative SWOT analysis was undertaken to synthesize insights from the
descriptive and comparative analyses. The four dimensions examined were:

* Strengths: Attributes of the PYPR that enhance its effectiveness (e.g.,

digitalization of processes).

*  Weaknesses: Internal limitations (e.g., regional imbalances, lack of systematic

mentorship).

e Opportunities: External factors that could be leveraged (e.g., creation of

political leadership reserves).

* Threats: Risks that could undermine the sustainability of the program (e.g.,

demotivation, attrition).

3.3.4 Hypothesis Development

Based on patterns observed in the data, the study formulated and examined the
following hypotheses:

H1: The reduction in cohort size over time is associated with a strategic shift
towards higher specialization and increased selectivity.

H2: Participants with foreign educational backgrounds are more likely to receive
appointments within central government bodies.

H3: Female candidates are underrepresented among appointments despite higher
educational attainment.

In addition to descriptive statistics, exploratory bivariate analyses were
conducted to identify potential associations between demographic characteristics
(e.g., gender, educational background) and appointment outcomes. Chi-square tests
and correlation coefficients were calculated to assess the strength and significance
of observed relationships.

To complement descriptive and bivariate analyses, a parsimonious binary
logistic regression model was estimated to assess the probability of appointment to
a governmental position as a function of gender, foreign educational background,
and prior work experience. These three predictors were selected because they are
consistently available across all cohorts and correspond directly to the study’s
hypotheses H2—H3.

It should be noted that the model does not explicitly control for a range of
potentially relevant factors, such as detailed sectoral specialisations, the prestige
or quality of specific universities, micro-level organisational characteristics, or
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informal professional networks. In several cases, the relevant variables were either
absent from the administrative dataset or recorded too inconsistently to be used
in multivariate analysis without risking overfitting. As a result, the estimated
coefficients should be interpreted as capturing broad associations rather than the
isolated causal impact of any single characteristic. Coefficients, standard errors,
and significance levels were computed to evaluate the strength of associations, and
summary results are presented in Table 1.

These hypotheses are explored in Section 4.

3.4 Limitations

Several limitations must be acknowledged:

*  Data Completeness: While administrative records provide comprehensive
coverage, certain variables (e.g., detailed performance evaluations, motivational
profiles) were not consistently available.

«  Potential Reporting Bias: Official reports may emphasize positive outcomes,
potentially underreporting attrition or dissatisfaction.

e Causality: As this is primarily a descriptive and correlational study, causal
inferences must be interpreted cautiously.

*  Despite these limitations, the methodological design is robust in capturing
key trends and enabling informed interpretation.

4 Results

This section presents the empirical findings derived from the descriptive and
comparative analysis of the PYPR across three cohorts (2019, 2021, and 2023). The
results are structured into six subsections: applicant pool characteristics, selection
dynamics, demographic profiles, educational and professional backgrounds,
appointment outcomes, and preliminary hypothesis testing.

4.1 Applicant Pool and Competition Dynamics

As shown in Table 2, the program demonstrated significant variations in
applicant volume and competition ratios across the three waves.

Observations: The absolute number of applications increased more than twofold
between 2019 and 2023, demonstrating growing interest.

The most selective cohort was 2021, with a competition ratio exceeding 170.

The sharp reduction in selected candidates (from 300 to 50) reflects a policy shift
towards narrower specialization and stricter selection criteria.

4.2 Demographic Profiles

4.2.1 Age Distribution

Aspresented in Table 3, the mean participant age remained remarkably consistent
across all cohorts.

Interpretation: The consistency of mean age suggests a sustained emphasis on
mid-career professionals rather than early-career entrants.

4.2.2 Gender Composition

The proportion of female participants increased over time, although women
remained significantly underrepresented relative to their share in the civil service
workforce, which was 55.8% in 2024 according to the National Report on the Civil
Service of Kazakhstan (2025), as shown in Figure 1.

Observations: Although female participation has gradually increased across
cohorts, the persistent gap indicates that structural and institutional barriers
continue to limit women’s access to the PYPR.

4.2.3 Regional Origin

A substantial concentration of candidates emerged from major urban and
industrial centers, as shown in Table 5. In the 2019 cohort, Almaty City, Karaganda
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Region, and East Kazakhstan Region together accounted for a significant share of
all selected participants. Over time, this pattern remained largely stable: central
and eastern regions consistently contributed the majority of candidates, while
participation from many western and northern areas declined markedly after 2019.
In particular, Aktobe Region, which previously had relatively high representation,
recorded only a single candidate in 2021 and none in 2023. Conversely, some
regions that had minimal or no representation in earlier cohorts began to appear
in later selections, reflecting gradual expansion of outreach and awareness. The
proportion of candidates residing abroad also decreased over time, from 11 in 2019
to none in 2023.

Interpretation: The data highlight persistent and structurally embedded regional
disparities in program participation. Candidates from central and eastern regions,
along with major cities, remained strongly overrepresented throughout all cohorts,
suggesting that metropolitan and industrial centres enjoy cumulative advantages in
terms of access to information, quality of educational and training institutions, and
availability of professional networks supportive of PYPR applications. By contrast,
contributions from many western and northern areas steadily declined, pointing to
weaker institutional support, fewer role models in the public sector, and potentially
higher opportunity costs of participation for talented professionals in resource-
dependent regions.

While the descriptive statistics do not allow for a full causal decomposition of
these patterns, they indicate that regional origin likely shapes both the probability
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of applying and the probability of successfully navigating the multi-stage selection
process. In this sense, the PYPR currently functions more as a «social elevator»
for those already embedded in favourable regional ecosystems than for candidates
from structurally disadvantaged territories. The reduction in candidates residing
abroad, finally, may reflect both evolving eligibility requirements and a shift in
the program’s outreach priorities towards domestically based talent. Addressing
these imbalances—through targeted information campaigns, preparatory support,
and closer cooperation with regional universities and akimats—remains essential to
ensuring broader inclusivity and legitimacy of the selection process.

4.3 Educational Background

Educational attainment is a defining attribute of the PYPR profile. As shown
in Table 6, the majority of participants across all cohorts held master’s degrees,
indicating a consistently high qualification threshold. In addition, Figure 2
illustrates the distribution of educational institution origin across cohorts. The
chart shows that approximately half—or slightly more—of all candidates received
their education from foreign universities, reflecting the program’s elite orientation
and emphasis on international academic experience.

Interpretation: A majority of participants held master’s degrees, demonstrating a
high qualification threshold. Approximately halfhad foreign education backgrounds,
underscoring the program’s emphasis on attracting candidates with international
academic exposure.

4.4 Professional Background and Experience

The professional experience of selected candidates demonstrated a gradual
decline in average years of prior work, as shown in Table 8. This pattern suggests a
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trend toward greater inclusion of younger professionals with comparatively shorter
employment histories.

Observations: The average years of prior work experience declined across
cohorts, indicating that the program has progressively shifted towards engaging
candidates earlier in their careers.

The sectoral origins of participants shifted notably over time, with a rising
proportion of candidates coming from government institutions, as illustrated in
Figure 3. Conversely, representation from the private sector declined steadily across
cohorts.

Interpretation: The proportion of candidates with government backgrounds
increased, while representation from the private sector declined, suggesting a trend
towards reinforcing internal public sector pipelines.

4.5 Preliminary Hypothesis Testing

Chi-square tests revealed a statistically significant association between foreign
educational background and appointment in central agencies (2 = 124, p <
0.05), partially supporting Hypothesis H2. No statistically significant correlation
was found between gender and promotion rates, suggesting that while female
underrepresentation persists in selection, subsequent career progression may be less
gender-dependent.

Specifically, the association between foreign education and appointment
yielded ¥2 = 12.4, p < 0.001, Cramer’s V = 0.18, indicating a moderate effect size.
The association between gender and appointment was weaker (32 = 3.2, p = 0.073,
Cramer’s V = 0.09).

4.6 Summary of Key Trends
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The competition ratio increased substantially, reaching levels comparable to
international flagship programs.

Gender and regional imbalances persist despite incremental progress.

The educational profile remains highly selective, with a strong emphasis on
advanced degrees and foreign education.

The growing prevalence of government-sector experience suggests an
internalization of candidate pipelines.

Career outcomes for earlier cohorts demonstrate a strong record of appointments
and promotions.

These findings provide a robust basis for the ensuing discussion of program
effectiveness, international comparability, and policy implications.

5 Discussion

This section interprets the findings presented in Section 4 by situating them
within the broader theoretical and empirical literature on meritocratic selection,
social mobility, and public sector talent management. The discussion is organized
into five subsections: selectivity and inclusivity dynamics, demographic and
educational stratification, professional trajectories and performance, international
comparability, and implications for theory and practice.

5.1 Selectivity and Inclusivity Dynamics

The steep increase in competition ratios—from 24.3 in 2019 to over 170 in
202 1—confirms that the PYPR has become progressively more selective. This trajec-
tory mirrors global trends, where flagship public sector programs deliberately tighten
selection criteria to signal prestige and reinforce meritocratic legitimacy [3, 5].

However, heightened selectivity raises critical questions about inclusivity.
Although the number of applications grew substantially, the reduction in cohort
size (from 300 to 50) may have unintended exclusionary effects on candidates from
less privileged regions and backgrounds. This dynamic resonates with Sandel’s [9]
critique of meritocracy as potentially reinforcing social stratification under the guise
of fairness.

From a public administration perspective, maintaining an optimal balance
between elite selection and representativeness remains a complex policy challenge
[20]. For Kazakhstan, where regional disparities and socio-economic inequalities
persist, overly narrow pipelines risk undermining the program’s legitimacy as a
genuine «social elevatory.

5.2 Demographic and Educational Stratification

Consistent with prior research on talent management in transitional economies
[3], the study reveals that the PYPR has a predominantly urban, highly educated, and
male-dominated composition. Although the share of female participants improved
over time (from 12% to 20%), the gap relative to the broader public sector workforce
(approx. 55% female) remains substantial.

The concentration of candidates from Almaty and Astana underscores the
structural advantages enjoyed by residents of economic centres—access to high-
quality schools and universities, exposure to central government institutions, dense
professional networks, and proximity to decision-making hubs. This regional
stratification aligns with findings from Ingrams on post-Soviet public services,
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where administrative reforms often fail to transcend existing territorial inequalities
and instead channel opportunities towards already privileged locations. In the
context of the PYPR, metropolitan and industrial regions effectively function as
«feeder zones» for the national talent pipeline, while many western and northern
regions remain weakly represented despite sizeable pools of potential candidates.

These regional imbalances have at least three implications for how the PYPR
operates as a meritocratic «social elevator». First, they suggest that the playing
field is not fully level at the entry point: candidates from peripheral regions may
face disadvantages in accessing information about the programme, preparing for
its competency-based assessments, and building relevant professional portfolios.
Second, the underrepresentation of certain regions in the Reserve may translate
into uneven territorial distribution of future leaders, reinforcing centre—periphery
dynamics within the civil service and potentially limiting the state’s capacity to
address region-specific policy challenges. Third, the persistence of such disparities
risks weakening the programme’s symbolic function as a national mechanism of
upward mobility, particularly if citizens in underrepresented regions come to view it
as primarily serving metropolitan elites.

Equally notable is the high prevalence of foreign-educated candidates (over
50% across all cohorts), which—while reflecting strong internationalisation—
raises questions about the inclusivity of domestic educational institutions. Regional
disparities intersect with this pattern: candidates from major cities are more likely
to have studied abroad or at prestigious domestic universities, amplifying their
competitive edge in the selection process. Similar dynamics have been observed in
Singapore’s Administrative Service [6], where foreign credentials serve as a proxy
for competence but can also perpetuate geographically and socio-economically
concentrated elite enclaves. For Kazakhstan, this interaction between regional
origin and educational capital underscores the need to consider territorial equity
not as a separate issue, but as a core dimension of meritocratic talent management.

5.3 Professional Trajectories and Performance

The results indicate that the PYPR has been effective in translating selection
outcomes into concrete appointments and promotions, especially for the 2019 cohort.
Approximately 70% of participants secured positions in central or local government
or national companies, with a significant proportion achieving multiple promotions.

This conversion rate compares favorably to international benchmarks. For
instance:

e The UK Fast Stream reports a similar appointment rate (~80%) but with

longer time-to-promotion cycles.

e The US PMF program often faces bottlenecks in transitioning fellows into

permanent roles [3].
e The Russian Leaders program, despite extensive publicity, does not
consistently guarantee appointments [17].

These findings reinforce the notion that structured talent pipelines can be
powerful instruments for accelerating administrative renewal [1]. At the same time,
the decline in private-sector entrants over time suggests a potential narrowing of
professional diversity within the Reserve.

5.4 International Comparability and Unique Features

A comparative analysis with major international talent programs highlights both
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commonalities and distinctive attributes of the PY PR, as shown in Table 10. While the
program shares certain features with established initiatives such as the Fast Stream
in the UK and the Administrative Service in Singapore, it also demonstrates unique
patterns in competition, educational emphasis, and career support mechanisms.

Interpretation: The PYPR exhibits several distinctive attributes. It demonstrates
high competition levels akin to Leaders of Russia and a significant emphasis on
foreign education comparable to Singapore’s Administrative Service. While the
program offers moderate guarantees of appointment—surpassing the PMF in
conversion rates—it lacks the structured rotational assignments and mentorship
frameworks characteristic of the most mature international programs. These
unique features suggest that the PYPR has integrated multiple global practices but
has yet to develop robust career support systems to sustain long-term professional
development.

5.5 Implications for Theory and Practice

Theoretical Implications:

The findings support the proposition that meritocratic programs in transitional
economies can achieve high legitimacy and performance when properly
institutionalized.

They also confirm Sandel’s [9] caution that overemphasis on selective excellence
can exacerbate socio-demographic inequalities.

Practical Implications:

Policymakers should consider introducing structured mentorship and rotational
assignments to deepen professional development.

Proactive measures to enhance regional and gender diversity are essential to
preserve the Reserve’s credibility as an inclusive social elevator.

Strengthening the links between selection and long-term career progression
(e.g., through transparent promotion frameworks) can mitigate demotivation among
participants.

Limitations and Future Research:

This study’s reliance on descriptive data limits causal inference.
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Future research could employ longitudinal designs, survey-based assessments
of Public Service Motivation, and comparative case studies to further enrich
understanding.

Fromatheoretical standpoint, this study extends the understanding of meritocracy
in transitional economies by demonstrating how institutional design interacts with
pre-existing socio-economic inequalities. The findings highlight the paradox that
while meritocratic pipelines can enhance legitimacy and performance, they may
simultaneously entrench elite reproduction unless complemented by inclusive policy
measures. This duality reinforces the relevance of integrating social mobility theory
and PSM into public sector talent management scholarship.

5.6 Concluding Synthesis

Overall, the PYPR demonstrates considerable success in attracting high-caliber
candidates and facilitating their integration into the public sector. Its evolution
from a broad-based initiative to a highly selective pipeline reflects both a maturing
approach to talent management and the inherent trade-offs between exclusivity and
inclusivity. For Kazakhstan and comparable contexts, sustaining the legitimacy and
impact of such programs will depend on striking a balance between meritocratic
rigor and equitable representation.

6  Conclusion

This study has offered a comprehensive examination of the PYPR as a unique
institutional experiment in Kazakhstan’s public administration. Drawing on
three waves of program data (2019, 2021, and 2023), the research has assessed the
Reserve’s design, demographic composition, selection dynamics, and outcomes,
situating these findings within the broader literature on meritocracy, social mobility,
and public service talent management.

6.1 Summary of Main Findings

Rising Selectivity: The PYPR has evolved into an increasingly selective program,
with the competition ratio surging from approximately 24 in 2019 to over 170 in
2021. This trend underscores its prestige but raises concerns about equitable access.

Demographic Patterns: Participants are predominantly male, urban-based,
and holders of advanced degrees—especially from foreign institutions. Although
incremental progress has been made in gender inclusion (female representation
rising from 12% to 20%), significant disparities remain.

The 95% confidence interval for the proportion of female participants in the
2023 cohort was [11.1%, 28.9%].

Professional Outcomes: The program has demonstrated a robust capacity to
translate selection into appointments, with over 70% of the initial cohort securing
positions and a noteworthy proportion achieving multiple promotions.

International Comparison: Relative to other flagship programs (Fast Stream, PMF,
Administrative Service), the PYPR exhibits strong competition and appointment
rates but underdeveloped mentorship structures and limited regional diversification.

6.2 Contributions to Theory

The findings contribute to the growing body of literature exploring how
meritocratic ideals and talent pipelines operate in transitional economies. They
validate the dual role of such programs as both instruments of administrative
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professionalization and symbols of legitimacy. However, they also reaffirm Sandel’s
[9] argument that meritocratic selection—without accompanying measures for
inclusivity—can inadvertently reproduce structural inequalities.

6.3 Policy and Practice Recommendations

Based on the analysis, several actionable recommendations emerge:

* Enhance Inclusivity: Introduce regional quotas or targeted outreach to

improve participation from underrepresented regions.

Develop gender-sensitive recruitment campaigns to attract more female
candidates.

e Strengthen Development Support: Establish structured mentorship

arrangements with senior public servants.

Implement rotational assignments across ministries and agencies to broaden
experiential learning.

* Increase Transparency: Publish annual reports with detailed appointment and

promotion statistics disaggregated by demographic variables.

Create an online platform where participants can track their career progression.

* Balance Selectivity and Access: While maintaining high standards,

consider flexible pathways (e.g., thematic tracks) for candidates with diverse
professional profiles.

6.4 Directions for Future Research

Promising avenues for further inquiry include:

Longitudinal tracking of cohort members to assess long-term career trajectories
and retention.

Comparative studies of similar talent pipelines in Central Asia and Eastern
Europe.

Quantitative assessment of the impact of program participation on organizational
performance metrics.

Examination of the role of PSM and intrinsic values in sustaining commitment
among participants.

Future research could benefit from mixed-methods designs that incorporate
longitudinal tracking of career outcomes, in-depth interviews with participants,
and comparative case studies across Central Asia. Such approaches would enrich
our understanding of how merit-based talent programs influence public sector
innovation, legitimacy, and societal trust over time.

6.5 Final Reflection

The PYPR stands as a significant innovation in Kazakhstan’s efforts to modernize
its public administration and cultivate a new generation of merit-based leaders. Its
successes are noteworthy, but its future effectiveness will depend on navigating
the inherent tensions between selectivity, inclusivity, and sustained professional
development. As emerging economies grapple with the challenge of building agile,
competent, and legitimate public sectors, the lessons from the PYPR offer valuable
insights for scholars and policymakers alike.

TRENDS AND CHARACTERISTICS OF EXTERNAL MIGRATION
AMONG YOUTH IN KAZAKHSTAN, 2019-2023: AN ANALYSIS OF
STRUCTURAL AND MOTIVATIONAL FACTORS

Abstract. In Kazakhstan, young people aged 14 to 35, representing one-third
of the population, constitute an important strategic resource for the country’s socio-
economic development. The contemporary value orientations and behavioral attitudes
of this group significantly influence social processes, transforming life priorities and
shaping new sociocultural trends.
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In this context, the study of youth migration activity becomes particularly
important as an indicator of profound social changes. Notably, in 2022 Kazakhstan
recorded a positive migration balance for the first time in many years, which has had
substantial implications for the labor market, the education system, and the social
infrastructure.

This study aims to identify key trends in youth migration in Kazakhstan, with a
specific focus on structural and motivational components. The research is based on
official statistical data and the results of sociological surveys. The analysis of these
data makes it possible to determine the factors shaping youth migration behavior,
providing an important empirical foundation for the development of effective state
strategies that support sustainable development and demographic stability.
